AMENDMENT FOR 

CONTRACT FOR AMBULANCE SERVICE AND CONTRACT

FOR AMBULANCE RENEWAL AGREEMENT


WHEREAS, Les, Inc., d/b/a Athens Ambulance Service, (as Provider) and the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, State of Indiana (as County), entered into a Contract for Ambulance Service on December 16, 1997, and an Contract for Ambulance Service Renewal Agreement on December 2, 2002;


WHEREAS, Paragraph 15 of the Contract for Ambulance Service provides for the amendment of such contract as a result of a change in any state or federal law;


WHEREAS, Indiana Senate Bill 216 has been passed and signed by the Governor with an effective date of July 1, 2003, which law redefines Advanced EMT’s from advanced life support to basic life support;


Now, therefore, the parties agree to amend paragraph 21 of the Contract for Ambulance Service to state as follows:

Paragraph 21:

Provider shall provide ambulance service to the County as an EMT – Basic Advanced Organization certified by the Indiana EMS Commission.


The parties further agree to amend paragraph 3 of the Contract for Ambulance Service Renewal Agreement as follows:

Paragraph 3:

That the parties further agree that when ambulance services requiring emergency response is rendered by Provider, the user’s fee for the response shall be three hundred dollars ($300) and when ambulance services are rendered for routine scheduled services, the response fee shall be two hundred dollars ($200). Ambulance service responses requiring EMT – basic advanced assessment and/or EMT – basic advanced treatment shall increase the response fees by fifty dollars ($50). User’s fees for mileage shall be seven dollars and fifty cents ($7.50) per loaded mile.


That in all other respects the terms and conditions of the Contract for Ambulance Service and the Contract for Ambulance Service Renewal Agreement, both as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.
