COUNTY OF CLAY)

Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the November 6, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews and Commissioner Charlie Brown. Commissioner David Parr was absent.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

N THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Brown asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the October, 2006 regular meetings.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS
COUNTY ASSESSOR
Mr. Aron Royer appeared to inform the Commissioners that the County land values were out of snyc and the trending contract may have to be modified.  He suggested that the trending process should stop and the County should go into full re-assessment mode.  Auditor Dierdorf stated that performing a re-assessment out of cycle would not be allowed by the state.  Mr. Royer disagreed.  He stated that he had been in contact with the state and they were to get back with him.  Appraisal Research was to send their ratio study data to the DLGF for their review.  Mr. Royer then gave several land value examples.
Royer stated that he would want a Special Commissioners meeting to act on the current trending contract.  Mr. Brown asked Mr. Royer to continue his efforts and report back to him.
COUNTY HOLIDAYS AND COMMISSIONER MEETINGS

Mr. Brown stated that he had been given the proposed Commissioner meeting dates and Holiday schedule for 2007 by Deputy Auditor Donna Hoskins.  

Mr. Andrews moved to accept all of the proposed dates.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

911 ADDRESSING

Mr. John Turner appeared and requested to change his cellular service from Cingular to Verizon, as the Prosecutor had done.

Mr. Andrews moved to allow the change.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Mr. Brian Husband appeared to discuss a district wide GPS map.  He had talked to tThinkMap and found the cost to be $750 per year, paid by 911 Addressing’s budget.  He also mentioned that he had received all of the funds from the 2005 grant.  He also mentioned that we had received a laptop grant and a Court House grant,

CENTER POINT ZONING

Mr. Andrews mentioned a problem with the Center Point zoning at the corner of SR46 and SR59.

Mr. Andrews moved that the Clay County Board of Commissioners did not recognize the Center Point Zoning map and their jurisdiction at the ares of SR 59 and SR 42 intersection or any other area outside of the 2 mile radius.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
SPEED LIMIT ON WHITE ROCK ROAD

Mr. Sam Emmert appeared to request a more reasonable speed limit on White rock Road.  He felt that 25 mph was too low.  He stated that he would like the limit to be raised to 38 mph.

Mr. Andrews stated that the County only had jurisdiction on about ¼ mile of the road and thast the County had simply matched the speed limit already established by the City of Brazil.  It was also stated that in order to establish a more reasonable limit, the City would have to be approached to raise the limit.
Mr. Brown asked if a blanket ordinance could be established to set the speed limit for all county roads at 35 mph.

BRAZIL CABLE FRANCHISE CHANGE

Mr. Somheil stated that no action was needed.

CLERK’S OFFICE

County Clerk Mary Brown appeared stating that Doxpop needed an agreement with the County.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the proposed agreement with Doxpop, pending the Commissioner’s legal counsel’ approval.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
At this point the Commissioners took a 10 minute recess.

IN THE MATTER OF THE QUOTES ON BRIDGE 139

Mr. Somheil stated that two quotes had been received.  Mr. Somheil open the quotes and announced that the quotes were as follow:

$39,500



Seymour Construction
$30,000

Mr. Andrews asked who had developed the specifications.  Mr. Pete Foster responded that the County Highway Department had developed the specifications.  Mr. Foster also added that the specifications had been developed from past specifications.  Mr. Andrews mentioned that $9,000 was a large difference.
Mr. Andrews asked Mr. Somheil if the quotes were acceptable.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the quote from Seymour Construction and conduct a meeting with Seymour before signing a contract.

Mr. Andrews motion died for lack of a second.

Mr. Andrews moved to reject all quotes.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

After much discussion about the quotes, Mr. Brown rescinded his second.  Mr. Andrews rescinded his motion.

Mr. Andrews moved to table the issue.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF WTH AND THE SIGN INVENTORY FOR THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

Mr. Robert Dillon appeared to discuss a proposal from WTH to provide an assessment of the county highway road signs.  The resulting information would be used to create a road sign layer in the County GIS system.  Once completed, the data generated would be used to procure a grant from LTAP to purchase and install signs.  The fee for the service was presented at $40,000.
Mr. Andrews asked if the service was included in the grant from LTAP and was a 90/10 split?  Mr. Dillon answered no, that the WTH portion was a direct cost and would be the full $40,000 from the County.
He further explained that the review would include what signs were needed and where signs were needed whether present or not.  The layer in the GIS program would be prepared by WTH.  The review would provide the “leg work” needed for the grant application from LTAP.  The ensuing discussion centered on the benefit to the County and any possible legalities involved.

Mr. Brown finally tabled the issue.

IN THE MATTER OF THE IVC GRANT PUBLIC HEARING
Mr. Jim Coffenberry explained to the Commissioners that the IVC grant had been originally prepared with figures requested by the State.  IVC and the County knew the figures used years ago were unattainable, but the State had insisted on their usage.  Now the State found the grant in non-compliance due to the figures used.  Current State guidelines are $5,000 per person, but will accept $10,000 in this case, which will bring the grant into compliance and not force any re-payment from the County and IVC.  This hearing was required because the increase was larger than allowed without a public hearing.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the change.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF BURKE ENGINEERING

Ms. Sarah Shaw, of Burke Engineering and Mr. Christopher Moore, of InCorn Products appeared to inquire how to approach the County to install a 6” pipeline crossing several County roads.  They stated that they would use a large boring machine to perform the work.
Mr. Brown instructed the companies to consult with the County Highway department and present a proposal at a future Commissioner’s meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH PLAN BENEFITS
Auditor Dierdorf started the discussion explaining a problem and confusion with the County Health Plan.  The Commissioners had earlier in the year added vision and dental benefits to the plan.  Currently, the new benefits fell under the preventative health benefit with a cap of $500.  Some employees were eclipsing the maximum amount with the added benefits.
Deputy Auditor Jennifer Flater further explained the issue using certain case scenarios and why the Auditor’s office needed clarification.  Auditor also added that the benefit plan was ordained by the Board of Commissioners and was their responsibility to clear up the language.
Mr. Andrews moved to place the vision and dental benefits in a separate category with a maximum plan year benefit of $300.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
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
