COUNTY OF CLAY)

The January 3, 2011 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Auditor Alumbaugh called for nomination for President.  Paul Sinders nominated Charlie Brown to serve a President for 2011, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  The meeting was then turned over to Charlie Brown.  Mr. Brown stated that he it is an honor to service with Paul  Sinders and Jack Withers.

Mr. Brown then called for nominations for Vice President.  Charlie Brown nominated Paul Sinders to serve as Vice President, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

IN THE MATTER OF HONORING RETIRING HEALTH OFFICER DR RAHIM FARID

Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown presented Dr Farid with a plaque honoring him for his many years of service to Clay County as the Health Officer.  A standing ovation was given.
Paul Sinders read a prepared statement of congratulations and honor to Dr. Farid.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 6, 2010 regular meeting . The motion was seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF 2011 APPOINTMENTS

Paul Sinders made the following motion of appointments for the Clay County Drainage Board, in order to be in compliance with the Indiana Statute:

Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Bryan Husband as the Emergency Management Director for 2011, motion seconded by Paul Sinders, and carried with 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Pete Foster Highway Superintendent for 2011.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tom Ames, Jan Howell, and John Williams to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission for 2011.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown, and carried with 3 ayes.

 Jack Withers made a motion to retain Wayne Knox at Head Custodian for Courthouse and Justice Center.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders, and passed with 3 ayes.

At the recommendation of the Assessor, Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Jim Hicks, Barb Scott, and Mendy LItz to the PTABOA for 2011.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

 IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY BIDS FOR 2011

Paul Sinders made a motion to accept the Highway Bids which were taken under advisement at the December, 2010, meeting.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SYCAMORE TRAILS RC&D

Hansford Mann, former appointment to the Sycamore Trails RC&D appeared before the Commissioners to report that the RC&D Board has changed.  Now the Board is made up of volunteers and appointments.  Mann is not a member of the Board, due to other commitments.  He is willing to continue to represent Clay County to the RC&D, and ahs access to the Board.  He is happy to furnish the Commissioners with his contact information and will continue to work with the Board.  There is a concern that Counties such as Clay may not be adequately represented, but time will tell.

Paul Sinders expressed his concern that Clay County has no representation, while Vigo County has three representatives.  He felt that there should be at least one from each county.

IN THE MATTER OF 2011 HUMANE SOCIETY CONTRACT

Charlie Brown spoke on behalf of the Humane Society and offered to the a liaison between the County and the Humane Society.
Eric Somheil reported that he had review the proposed contract and felt that it was ready for the Commissioner’s consideration.

A motion to approve the 2011 contract with the Humane Society was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to request approval to obtain a Voyager Fleet card.  This will allow him to purchase fuel with the federal tax discounted, saving the county money.

Paul Sinders made a motion to allow application for a Voyager Fleet card on the condition that the President of the Commissioners and the Auditor are included in the application.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF PROPOSED CUM CAP DEV REPAIRS AND ASBESTOS ABATEMENT

The environmental study by ATC on the old jail has been completed, and the recommendation to do asbestos removal has been made with a projected cost of up to $20,000.00.  Charlie Brown has been in contact with Eric Withers, who has all of the necessary certifications, and he is willing to do the job for $2,500.00.
Paul Sinders stated that he has discussed this with Beth Grigsby of ATC, and Mr. Withers is the person they would recommend to do the work.

Paul Sinders made a motion to request $2,500.00 from Cum Cap Development as an additional appropriation to allow Eric Withers to do this asbestos abatement.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown, and passed with 3 ayes.

Charlie then informed the other Commissioners of the need to repair plaster and paint interior offices in the Courthouse.  He has obtained quotes from three painters to do the necessary repairs.  He would like approval to request additional funds from Cum Cap Development from Council.

Paul Sinders made a motion to recommend repair and painting areas in the Courthouse that need repair to the Council.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF LEASE OF VEHICLE
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with information on the lease term of the car they lease through Bob Bowen Ford.  The lease is up for renewal and Bowen has offered either a six month or twelve month lease.  Sheriff Heaton prefers the twelve month.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve a 12 month lease pending attorney review and approval.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT MANAGEMENT

Shandi Parr of Cintas Document Management distributed information to the Commissioners about disposal of sensitive documents, and the need to prevent identity theft.  Their company offers a service that will not only shred documents, but they will transport the shredded materials, and recycle them.

The Commissioners asked Ms. Parr to evaluate the County’s needs and report back to them with a proposed cost.

Alumbaugh then asked the Commissioners to notify all Departments Head’s of the necessity to use the forms prescribed in the Employee Handbook.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
Charlie Brown then informed the Commissioners that the chiller for the Courthouse has a leak in one of the coils, and will need repair.  This work will need to be done as soon as possible.
