WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on Monday, March 3, 2014 at 9:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the plat would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.

SECTION ONE

IN THE MATTER OF COURTHOUSE SECURITY FOR EMPLOYEES

Probation Officer Lea Thomas appeared before the Commissioners to share incidents of violence which have occurred in public buildings both in Indiana and nationwide.  She proposed the Commissioners form a committee to become proactive versus reactive in security for the courthouse employees.
Deputy Prosecutor Jim Walker presented a sample ordinance he has prepared banning weapons in an around the Courthouse.  He also furnished the Commissioners with copies of IAR19.

Circuit Court Judge Joe Trout agreed that there should be a committee and stated that several good steps have already been taken.

Sheriff Mike Heaton stated that he has been getting more and more requests to have a deputy in the courtroom during domestic cases but finding issues have restricted implementing further programs.

Paul Sinders stated that the Commissioners’ will give the issue some thought and put together a committee to be announced at a future meeting.
