Tony Fenwick led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the March 2, 2015, regular meeting minutes as well as the special meeting minutes for March 23, 2015, was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY EMPOLYEES HEALTH FAIR
Jennifer Flater stated the Health Fair will be on Tuesday May 12th from 6:00am to 12:00pm in the Courthouse Rotunda. Paul Sinders asked about adding a PSA test for men. Jennifer will check with Dunn to see what the cost will be and will inform the Commissioner’s. 

Motion to approve the Health Fair on May 12th was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF STOP GRANT
Emily Bookwalter with the Prosecutor’s office presented the STOP Grant renewal. The grant runs from July 1, 2015 thru June 30, 2016.

AGREEMENT BY OWNERS TO VACATE THE PLAT OF

A. F. CHURCH’S FIRST ADDITION TO THE TOWN OF MARKLAND,

NOW CALLED CLAY CITY

WHEREAS on March 29, 2015 an agreement by owners to vacate the plat of A. F. Church’s First Addition to the Town of Markland, now called Clay City as platted by A. F. Church on February 21, 1883 and recorded September 21, 1890 in Plat Book 2, page 133 in Harrison Township, Clay County was duly filed with the Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the approval of the agreement was set for hearing on Monday, April 6, 2015 at 9:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the agreement was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the plat would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that it should grant approval to the agreement.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY that it consents to the agreement by the owners to vacate the plat of A. F. Church’s First Addition to the Town of Markland, now called Clay City as platted by A. F. Church on February 21, 1883 and recorded September 21, 1890 in Plat Book 2, page 133.

Jason Jacobs presented the three voting places for the Brazil City Primary election. The voting locations are Brazil National Guard Armory, Brazil Public Library, and VFW Post 1127 (Bingo Hall).

Motion to accept voting places as presented was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ROAD GRADER QUOTES

Eric opened the three quotes for the Road Grader as follows: 1. C & S Machinery INC $120,000.00, 2. MacAllister $149,900.00, 3. RUDD $102,700.00 and $98,157.00 (two different models). Brad will inspect the two Road Grader’s from RUDD and will let the Commissioners know the results of his findings.  
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR BLADES AND SNOW PLOW

Tony stated we are purchasing two Blades and Snow Plows from Rahn Equipment Company. The cost will be $33,069.00 for each set. Rahn was the only company that submitted their quotes as requested by the Commissioners. Brad explained why he would prefer using Rahn since they are installing the truck bed and liner. Therefore all parts are on the same hydraulic system and would work better together. 

Motion to accept RAHN Equipment quote was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTION BUILDING
Paul stated they have been looking at the French building as a possibility for the Community Corrections Department. We are asking for an additional $1,600.00 at tonight’s Council meeting to cover the expense of an inspector and engineer. If we purchase without an inspection any problems that arise will be at our expense.

Motion to approve the Inspector and Engineer for the Community Corrections building was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF FEDERAL EQUITABLE SHARES
Sheriff, Paul Harden discussed the Federal Equitable Shares and purchasing two four wheel drive trucks. The money can only be used by the Sheriff’s department for specific items. Sheriff Harden explained the wear and tear on the Chargers because of the gravel roads in Clay County and that the trucks would be a better fit.
Motion to approve the purchase of two new vehicles from the Federal Equitable was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 2015-6 AUTHORIZING A LOAN FROM TERRE HAUTE SAVINGS BANK TO PURCHASE A KENWORTH TRUCK
Eric Somheil read Resolution 2015-6 in its entirety:
RESOLUTION NUMBER 2015-
RESOLUTION OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS AUTHORIZING A
LOAN FROM TERRE HAUTE SAVINGS BANK FOR PURCHASE OF KENWORTH TRUCK
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana desires to purchase two Kenworth Trucks for the Clay County Highway Department, and pay cash for one and obtain a loan for the second through Terre Haute Savings Bank.
WHEREAS, the anticipated loan amount is approximately
$108,102.00 for the Kenworth Truck being financed with the loan interest rate being 1.875%.
WHEREAS, it is the intent that such loan will be fully paid in one payment in one year from the date of the loan, being approximately April, 2016.
NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved as follows:
