David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the Monday, April 7, 2003 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M. Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Harold Knox, and Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Parr asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes that had been presented to the Executive.

Mr. Knox moved that the minutes from the March 2003 meeting be approved.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF REASSESSMENT CONTRACTS

County Assessor C. R. Boyd appeared to present a contract for a sales ratio and equalization study to be performed as part of the  current reassessment.  When asked about the progress of the reassessment he stated that he was having problems with the Plexis software he had switched to this last year.  The problems were now centered in the commercial property side of the program.  He further stated that this contract was the final step in the process.

Mr. Knox moved the contract be approved.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY REFUSE CONTRACT
Mr. Larry Wallace of Wallace Brothers presented a proposal for trash removal from the County Courthouse, County Jail, and Airport.  He stated that their firm currently services the County Highway Garage.

Commissioner Knox inquired where their firm hauled the refuse.  Mr. Wallace stated that they currently haul the refuse to Hendricks County due to fee increases in Vigo County.  Mr. Andrews expressed concern that the County was utilizing the services of a company from outside of the County and asked what it would take to employ a service from our county.  

The Auditor’s office verified that the County was not under a contract for refuse removal at the current time.  Mr. Wallace asked if he needed to contact each department.  The issue was tabled until the next meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF THE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT SUB-GRANT

Ms. Geri Husband appeared before the Executive to discuss a $15,902 sub-grant offered to the County by the state.  The funds can only be used for planning, and Ms. Husband had already conducted over half of the required work.  She asked that the Commissioners approve the option 2 of the grant, which would allow the County to choose the vendors who would provide the planning work.

Mr. Knox moved that the county approve option two.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ms. Husband also stated that the County was the recipient of a $2,200 grant to purchase a laptop computer and projector for use by any emergency department in the County.

IN THE MATTER OF THE ICHHI RESOLUTION

Mr. Somheil brought forward that the Resolution passed in the March 2003 meeting contained a technical error and needed to be corrected.  The signing date was originally March 1, 2003 and should have been March 3, 2003.  His request was to retain the original resolution and list it as amended. Mr. Somheil presented the resolution as amended and it was signed by the Executive.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY HIGHWAY BUSINESS

County Highway Supervisor Ron Chamberlain reported that the Knightsville sewer project had caused damage to the roads used by the contractors.

Concrete was being poured on bridge 310 today.  Mr. Chamberlain also reported that County roads were getting in worse shape daily due to the severe winter and that the department was trying to address the problem in the best manner possible as the weather would allow.  Mr. Andrews expressed his thanks to the department for their attention to the roads in the southern part of the County.

President Parr asked if there was any further County Business.  Hearing none, he moved forward with the public hearing on the National Flood Insurance Program Public Hearing.

IN THE MATTER OF THE NFIP PUBLIC HEARING

Ms. Geri Husband re-capped the essential components of the program.  Mr. Greg Main, from the Indiana DNR, also appeared to explain the program.  He announced that Mr. Bill Neal’s property had been examined as a test case for the program.  Mr. Neal asked if the County would remain at the “emergency level” forever.  Mr. Mail explained every county entering the program entered at the “emergency level” and after a period of time would be changed to the “normal level”.  The time usually involved in the change is about one year.  Since Clay County’s proposed ordinance contained all of the state requirements, the time involved would be as short as possible.

Mr. Andrews moved to proceed with the first reading.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Somheil read the proposed ordinance in its entirety.

IN THE MATTER OF MAXIMUS

Mr. Charles Malinowski of the Maximus company appeared to present his company’s proposal to conduct the County’s cost plan evaluation.  He remarked that his company had served Clay County for the past fifteen years.  The contract held that the county paid nothing until the total recovered for the county had achieved a prescribed level, and after that level the County’s return was a net return with Maximus’ share already taken out.

While reviewing the contract it was discovered that the contract stated that the County would pay $7,250 instead of the $4,500 mentioned during the discussion.  Mr. Malinowski stated that he would provide a revised contract containing the lower amount.

President Parr asked if anyone from Sequoia Consulting, who were next on the agenda, was present.  No one from that company answered the call. 

Mr. Andrews moved that the contract with Maximus be approved, pending review and approval by Mr. Somheil.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0

IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF’S CAR LEASES
County Auditor Joseph Dierdorf explained that the lease proposals presented by Sheriff Carter in an earlier meeting had been procured from a company with a state contract.  Since the company had provided a state approved contract, three separate quotes were not required by state statute.  The State Board of Accounts had verified this information according to Mr. Dierdorf.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the lease.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OFPRE PAID LEGAL SERVICES

Mr. Davis Black appeared representing Pre-Paid Legal Services.  Due to agenda constraints, he asked to meet with the Executive during their May, 2003 meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF THE SALE OF LOTS IN ASHBORO

Mr. Somheil stated that the Executive had voted to limit the sale of the two parcels in Ashboro to abutting landowners.  He also stated that the minimum bid per parcel was set at $1,000 per parcel.

Mr. Darrell Williams appeared as an abutting landowner and offered $1,000 per parcel.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the bids and to close the bidding process.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE SWCD EMPLOYEE

Mr. Marshall Nuchols appeared to discuss the selection process of the person to fill the new technical position approved earlier in the year.  He explained that the committee had interviewed two persons after soliciting applicants for the position.  Mr. David Graffe had been selected by the committee to fill the position, however they were not sure Mr. Graffe would accept the position.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept Mr. Graffe to fill the position.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF TAX SALE CERTIFICATES

The following was read in its entirety:

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

Mr. Knox moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
