David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the June 2, 2003  meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M. Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Harold Knox, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Knox moved to approve the minutes from the April 2003 and May 2003 meetings as presented.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS

Concern was expressed regarding CR 100N, between Billville Road and Pinckley Street which had been affected due to construction in Knightsville.  Mr. Parr announced that he and Mr. Chamberlain had met with Grey’s Plumbing concerning the condition of the road.  He stated that they were told that re-construction was to begin about June 12.  The company was told that the re-construction was to be cold mix asphalt and not chip and seal.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY HIGHWAY BUSINESS

Mr. Chamberlain stated that Black Beauty Coal Company would be closing 100 S this week to mine through the road.  He believed the road would open up later this fall.  Mr. Knox stated he believed the original agreement was for one year or less.  He further stated that they were to straighten out the “S” curve in the road.

Commissioner Andrews inquired about a situation in Saline City.  He asked how long it would be until the situation was addressed.  Mr. Andrews asked if he could respond to the parties that the situation would handled in two weeks?  Mr. Chamberlain answered yes to the question.

IN THE MATTER OF THE RECORDERS CONTRACT WITH ACS

Mr. William Purcell appeared to present a new contract between the county and ACS, the company that provides the computer equipment and software for the Recorder’s office.  He explained that under the new contract the equipment would be updated, the office would receive some enhancements, and the cost per instrument would be the same.  Mr. Somheil stated that he had reviewed the contract and approved of its passage by the Executive.

Mr. Knox moved that the contract be approved.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY COUNTY POPCORN FESTIVAL BALL

Deputy Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh came forward to explain the request to use the Courthouse for an event during the new Clay County Popcorn Festival.  The group plans to conduct a Victorian ball in the Courthouse rotunda.  The planned event will be conducted on Friday, October 3, 2003.  The preliminary plans include utilizing all floors of the Courthouse.  The event will also showcase the building and its history.  Mrs. Alumbaugh will serve as the chairperson for the event.

The Commissioners all stated their support of this new effort to create an event for all of Clay County.

Mr. Knox moved to allow the use of the Courthouse by the Clay County Popcorn Festival.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE SYCAMORE TRAILS ALTERNATE APPOINTMENT

Mr. Parr tabled action on this item.  Mr. Andrews will contact Mr. Robert Mayrose regarding possible candidates.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE

Ms. Shelly Campbell came forward representing the SETCCo Group.  She explained that she had been hired to evaluate the County’s health system and provider.  She presented a proposed plan underwritten by American United Life.  She explained that this plan was fully funded as compared to the current County plan that was self funded.  She then went into the various comparisons between the current plan and the proposed plan.

Mr. Jim Zentko, representing Allied Insurance, the County’s current carrier, next addressed the Executive.  Accompanying Mr. Zentko was Mr. Ken Dunn of Dunn and Associates and Mr. Dick Halderman.  These gentlemen further explained the current County health plan and the differences between the fully funded plans and self funded plans.  One of the major differences in the plans regarded costs.  They explained that fully funded plans cost the County a specific amount yearly, while self funded plan costs were directly associated with the actual use by the group.  In a “good” year the County would save money as compared to a fully funded plan.  In a “bad” year the total cost incurred by the County could exceed a fully funded plan, providing both plans were structured the same. 
Mr. Joe B. Clark, Benicomp/ Employee Health Insurance, next addressed the Executive regarding the County employee health benefits.  Mr. Clark explained that his product was a similar product as the current program services by Mr. Zentko.  Mr. Clark further explained the differences between self and full funded programs.  He provided the Commissioners a list of counties that were his clients.  Mr. Andrews asked Mr. Clark to give him a selling point to use a fully funded program verses a self funded product.  Mr. Clark answered that if the comparison were “apples to apples”, he could not state an advantage.  He further stated that AUL was a good company, but not good enough to offset a 12 to 15 percent difference in price.
IN THE MATTER OF ATHENS AMBULANCE

Mr. Dennis Rose, Athens Ambulance Service, appeared to address changes to the agreement with the County for ambulance service brought about by Public Law 205-2003.  Due to the enactment of the law, paragraph 15 would need to be changed to accommodate the definition of levels of training.  He further stated that the new intermediate level would take between 9 to 12 months to train his staff.

Mr. Somheil presented a proposed amendment to the agreement as follows:

Mr. Knox moved to accept the amendment.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.  Mr. Parr adjourned the meeting. 
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
