David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the Wednesday, June 25, 2003 Special Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M. Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Harold Knox, and Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE SELECTION OF THE architectural firm FOR THE NEW CLAY COUNTY JAIL

President Parr welcomed everyone to the Special Meeting and announced that the purpose of the meeting was to select a firm to serve as architect for the construction of the new Clay County Jail.  President Parr further commented that the Jail Advisory Board had spent a great deal of time analyzing the project.  The Board had conducted interviews with four architectural firms and had unanimously recommended the firm of Schenkel-Schultz Architecture. 

Mr. Parr then opened the floor to the Executive for further comments.  Mr. Knox asked that the architectural firms present introduce themselves and those accompanying them.  Mr. Dave Shaw introduced himself representing the firm of Schenkel-Schultz Architecture.  No other firms announced their presence.    .

Mr. Knox stated that he had not yet received a copy of the materials regarding the new jail and that he did not feel comfortable in making a decision today.

Mr. Andrews stated that he felt the Jail Advisory Board had been formed with some of the brightest minds in Clay County and that the Executive should respect their recommendation.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the Jail Advisory Board’s recommendation and to select Schenkel-Schultz Architecture as the architectural firm for the design of the new Clay County Jail.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0-1.  Mr. Knox abstained. 

Mr. Somheil asked about a contract and would it be signed?  Mr. Shaw suggested both parties check their calendars and select a time to finalize the process.  Mr. Parr asked Schenkel-Schultz to confer with Mr. Somheil to set up the process and then forward it to the Commissioners.

Mr. Parr recessed the meeting until 10:00 AM, the designated time for the second agenda item.

President Parr re-convened the meeting at 10:00 AM.

IN THE MATTER OF THE GRANT APPLICATION

Mr. Jim Cundiff appeared to discuss a re-application for a Community Development Block Grant.  Clay County had applied for a grand earlier in the year.  Due to a misunderstanding regarding the date on the original application, the original application was delayed in processing by the government.  A new round of grant funding is beginning and Mr. Cundiff asked the County to apply again to secure the grant to perform a housing needs assessment for Clay County.  He stated that he had been encouraged to re-apply by the government agency.  Grant applications were due by July 1, 2003 and grant awards will be made by late August 2003.  Mr. Parr asked for a motion to approve Resolution 5-2003.

RESOLUTION OF THE CLAY COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, INDIANA
[HEREAFTER REFERRED TO AS “APPLICANT”]
AUTHORING THE SUBMITTAL OF THE
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT APPLICATION
TO THE INDIANA HOUSING FINANCE AUTHORITY
AND ADDRESSING RELATED MATTERS

WHEREAS, the Applicant recognizes the need to stimulate growth and to maintain affordable housing to
benefit its citizens;

WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, allows the Indiana
Housing Finance Authority to award grants to local units of government to meet the affordable housing and
community development needs of low and moderate income persons; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has conducted or will conduct a public hearing prior to the submission of an

application to the Indiana Housing Finance Authority, to assess the housing, public facilities, and economic needs of
low and moderate income residents.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Applicant that:

1. The Chief Elected Official (CEO) is authorized to prepare and submit an application on or before July 1,2003
for up to $30,000 in Community Development Block Grant funding to address conditions relating to a Housing
Needs Assessment in Clay County, Indiana, and to execute and administer resultant grant including requisite
general administration and management, contracts and agreements pursuant to regulations of the Indiana
Housing Finance Authority and the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development,

2. Funds in the amount of Two Thousand Dollars ($3.000) shall be and are set aside for this activity. Such
commitment fulfills the minimum leverage requirement for the CDBG request and is to be contingent upon
receipt of CDBG funding from the Indiana Housing Finance Authority. The anticipated source of this leverage
is Kenna Consulting and Management Group, Inc..
