David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the March 5, 2004 Special Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M.  Mr. Parr stated that the purpose of the meeting was to open bids for the highway project associated with the Brick Craft pro0ject on south State Highway 59.  Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Buddy Knox, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Mr. Parr instructed Mr. Somheil to open the bids received.  Mr. Somheil announced that we had received one bid from Wabash Valley Asphalt LLC in the amount of $130,000 which included erosion control.

Ms. Susan Edmondson, from West Central Indiana Economic Development District, stated that the bid could not be awarded until a certified bid tabulation had been performed by a certified engineer.  Also, because federal funds were involved, the Department of Natural Resources would have to perform an environmental study.

Mr. Parr announced that the Commissioners would take the bid under advisement.

The County Commissioners commitment to the project will be contingent on the awarding of the grant.
