David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the January 21, 2005 Emergency Meeting of the Clay County Board of Commissioners to order at 2:00 P.M.  Mr. Parr opened the meeting and stated the purpose of the meeting was to address the repair of the Court House elevator. Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE COURT HOUSE ELEVATOR

President Parr stated the purpose of the meeting was to determine how to proceed with the completion of the repairs to the Court House elevator.  Mr. Parr asked Wayne Knox, Head Custodian, to bring the Commissioners up to date on the project.  Mr. Knox reported that the old cylinder had been removed, but the hole was full of muck and water and could have collapsed.
Mr. Knox informed the Commissioners that Mr. Rick Ortman, of Ortman Well Drilling, had visited the site and had provided an estimate of what work needed to be performed and the estimated costs.  He indicated that the Court House met the minimum standards for electrical service and water supply for the drilling project.  He also indicated that the drilling could begin late the following week, if a decision was made today.
The Commissioners reviewed the drilling proposal in great detail, examining every option and possibility they could imagine.  Mr. Dierdorf reviewed the current Court House budget with the Commissioners to determine that adequate funding was available to finish the project.  Mr. Somheil reviewed Indiana Code, with respect to the situation, with the Executive to determine the proper course of action.
Mr. Brown moved that the Commissioners have declared an emergency, under I.C. 36-1-12-9, and have invited quotes from AMCO Elevator and Ortman Well Drilling in regards to drilling for the Court House elevator to bring such elevator into operation and safety compliance, and that the Board of Commissioners approve the quote from Ortman as written.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
