David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the October 3, 2005 Special Meeting of the Clay County Board of Commissioners to order at 9:30 A.M.  Mr. Parr opened the meeting and stated the purpose of the meeting was to address work on CR 600N, a contract with WTH Engineering, and matters with the new jail. Those present included Commissioner David Parr, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner Daryl Andrews , Commissioners Attorney Eric Somheil, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:
IN THE MATTER OF CR 600 NORTH

Mr. Scot Clouser appeared from BLN Engineering to discuss the proposed project on CR 600N.  He stated that the project would involve three miles of CR 600N, between SR 59 and CR 200E, plus 1,500 feet on each end of the section of roadway.  The cost estimate would include engineering, right of way procurement, and representation.
Mr. Andrews stated that the County was trying to plug the project into the federal program.  BLN had provided a proposed letter for the Commissioners to accept and sign which, with a $1.00 commitment, start the official process.

Mr. Andrews moved to sign the letter of intent.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CONTRACT WITH WTH ENGINEERING AND PLEXIS

Mr. Aron Royer appeared to discuss the proposed contract with WTH Engineering to enter slits into the County assessing system.  The cost would be paid from Reassessment funds.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the contract with WTH for the entering of slit data.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the contract with Plexis Group, pending Commissioner’s counsel approval.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE NEW JAIL

Mr. Gary Rogers appeared to comment on the construction of the new jail.  He mentioned that there were several small water leaks in the building.  The leaks were being addressed and a vacuum test would be performed next week.

Intergrator was about 80% complete.  There were problems with the operation of the garage doors and a solution was being pursued.  Mr. Parr asked if we were not purchasing a complete building?  IHe stated that if we were, then the building should work without extra expense to the County.
Comments were made regarding the use of the road behind the jail on the old railroad right of way.  It seems that many are using the road as a public thoroughfare.  Suggestions were made regarding the installation of a gate or barricade on one end of the road.

The asphalt parking lot is very uneven and Wabash Valley Asphalt will need to correct the problem when it is appropriate to do so.  Sheriff Heaton inquired about parking bumpers on the edges of the parking lots.  A review of the blueprints showed no bumpers.  The Commissioners discussed the situation, but came to no conclusion as to what action to take.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
