David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the November 7, 2005  meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M.  Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner David Parr, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Parr asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the October 31, 2005 Special Meeting and the October 3, 2005 Commissioner’s meeting.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Brown moved to approve the minutes from October 3 and October 31, 2005.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS


HUMANE SOCIETY

Mr. Bill Bell presented the Commissioners with a proposed contract for 2006.  He stated that the 
contract was the same as the agreement signed in 2005.


Mr. Brown moved to accept the contract.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion. Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY CITY BMV BRANCH

Mr. Andrews presented a proposed ordinance to establish a fund to deposit BMV funds into if the 
Commissioners sign an agreement in the future to retain the branch.  Auditor Dierdorf cautioned the 
Board regarding the added exposure of the County regarding the health benefits to employees, if they 
were considered County employees.  He stated that the total exposure per employee was $30,000 
per the County’s health plan.  Mr. Parr asked Mr. Andrews what the total cost of the branch would 
be?  Mr. Andrews stated that the total budget would be approximately $58,000.  Part of a proposed 
agreement from the State of Indiana to the County would have the State providing $1,500 a month in 
subsidy to the County.  He assured the Board that the proposal would be presented in the December 
Commissioners meeting.

Mr. Andrews further stated that the remainder of the budget would be funded from a $4.00 transaction 
fee assessed on every transaction conducted at the branch.  The budgeted income total from 
transactions was $40,000, based on 10,000 transactions per year.  He added that the State would 
“front” the County three months of subsidy payments before the branch re-opened amounting to 
$4,500.

Mr. Andrews moved to suspend the rules and pass the ordinance on first reading.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Mr. Parr asked Mr. Somheil to read Ordinance 16-2005, which he read in its entirety as follows:

ORDINANCE NO 16-2005

BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH FUND

WHEREAS, the State of Indiana has closed the Clay City License Branch due to budgetary reasons;

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana desire to keep a license branch open in the Clay City area;

WHEREAS, the State of Indiana has authorizes the payment of $18,000.00 per year for a subsidy payable to Clay County, Indiana in order to assist in the operation of such County operated license branch and to provide training and equipment without charge to the County;

WHEREAS, the State of Indiana has authorized the County to implement a fee of $4.00 per transaction through the Indiana Bureau of Motor Vehicles to be paid to Clay County, Indiana;

WHEREAS, The Clay County Commissioners have authority through Home Rule to establish a Clay City License Branch Fund pursuant to I.C. 36-1-3-1 et seq;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED and enacted by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana that:

There is now established a Clay City License Branch Fund to be operated through the Clay County Auditor’s Office to receive the funds from the State of Indiana for the subsidy and transaction fees and to make disbursements as approved by the Commissioners for the operation of the Clay City License Branch.  Such fund may also receive funds as appropriated by the Clay County Council.  The Clay City License Branch is authorized to implement a fee of $4.00 per transaction. 

     Passed and adopted by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana this 7th day of November, 2005 and shall become effective upon passage and publication as required by law.

Mr. Brown moved to adopt Ordinance 16-2005.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 
3-0.

CLAY CITY PARK BOARD AND POOL


Mr. Brown announced that a meeting had been scheduled with the Commissioners and the Clay 
County Hospital Board for that evening about building a swimming pool at Clay City using $90,000 
from the sale of the farm property given to the hospital.  Mr. Parr offered data to the Board, from the 
City of Brazil, regarding the cost of operating and maintaining the Forest Park pool.  Mr. Andrews 
disagreed with the data and stated that it would have no comparison to the proposed project.  Mr. 
Parr stated that he was not against the project, but wanted the Clay City community to be aware of 
what they were getting into and not have them to be unable to support the entity in the future.

Mr. Brown moved to give $90,000 from the sale of the farm to Clay City for pool construction.  Mr. 
Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Mr. Parr asked that the record show that the funds approved could be used for another project if they 
desired.

WCIEDD


Mr. Jim Coffenberry appeared to state that he had been contacted by the regional EPA Director 
regarding Brownfield Grants.  He then presented a practical grant outline and stated that action was 
needed by December 14, 2005.  He discussed the process for a grant for up to $200,000 with no 
matching funds from the County.  The process included identifying potential sites for consideration.  
Ultimately sites for redevelopment would be identified, ready for redevelopment


Mr. Coffenberry posed the question to the Commissioners if they wanted to go forward and apply or 
pass.  The list of sites was needed by December 1, 2005.  

Mr. Andrews moved to go forward and apply for the grant.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion 
passed 3-0.


FORMER SUPERIOR COURT CLERK’S OFFICE SPACE


County Prosecutor B. Lee Reberger appeared to procure the use of the former Superior Court Clerk’s 
office space.  He stated that the Clerk had approached the Board to use the former Extension Office 
space and had been assigned the space.  He explained that he was here to request the move of the 
Child Support office to the former Clerk’s space.  Currently, the Child Support office in not in 
compliance with federal guidelines, but could become so with the use of the new space.

Mr. Brown moved to grant the space to the Child Support office.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  
Motion passed 3-0.


COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS


Mr. Reberger mentioned that the Community Corrections wanted to utilize the space that would be 
vacated by the Child Support office.


Mr. Brown moved to allow the Community Corrections to move to the Child Support office once they 
had moved.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


E911 FUND


Mr. John Turner appeared to discuss the funding rate for the E911 Fund.  He mentioned that the 
current rate would not support those items moved to the fund this past year.  His research indicated 
that the rate had not been changed since its inception in the early 1990’s and was currently at $1.50 
per line, per month.  He further stated that the highest rate allowable may be $2.99.  After discussion 
by the Commissioners, the Commissioners decided to recommend a change of rate to $2.65 to the 
County Council for their consideration.
IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY HIGHWAY TRUCK BIDS

Mr. Parr announced that it was time to open the bids for the County Highway trucks at 10:00 am.  He asked Mr. Somheil; to open the bids.  Mr. Somheil announced that there were four bids.  The bids were as follow:

Mr. Parr asked Mr. Somheil to open the bids for the culverts at 10:15 am.  Mr. Somheil announced that there was one bid for each location.  The bids were as follow:

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the bid from CPI in the amount of $67,986.44 for 50 W.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADVERTISING FOR BIDS ON THE PROJECT ON 800N

Mr. Brown moved to proceed to bid the project on 800 N.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF EMS

Mr. Brian Husband appeared to update the Commissioners on various activities in his area.  He introduced Chad Hilton, from the Indiana State Police, to discuss planning for bomb scares in the Court House.  He stated that any plans in effect needed to be updated.  Mr. Husband was instructed to confer with Officer Hilton and report back to the Commissioners.
IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY EXTENSION OFFICE

Ms. Melanie Brown appeared to report ion the new Extension Office.  She expressed her gratitude for the new facility.  She stated that she had been requested to ask what provisions had been made for the cleaning of the office?  Mr. Parr stated that he understood that the staff would be cleaning the office.  Ms. Brown stated tha she personally had no problem with that, but her staff might not agree.
In the matter of supplies, it was suggested that the supplies could be provided by the Court House.  Mr. Brown stated that he would work on providing a vacuum cleaner for use at the facility.

IN THE MATTER OF ENGINEERING SERVICES ON BRIDGES 84 AND 104
Mr. Scott Clousner appeared representing Beam, Longest and Neff Engineering, to propose contracts for engineering services on Bridges 84 and 104.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the contract for professional services on Bridge 84.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the contract for professional services on Bridge104.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF JERRY STEARLEY

Mr. Jerry Stearley appeared to discuss the cutting of trees on the right of way on CR 100E.  He stated that the adjoining landowner had raised concerns on liability.  Mr. Parr suggested that Mr. Somheil draft an agreement between Mr. Stearley and the County indemnifying the County.  Mr. Somheil requested that no further cutting of trees occur until an agreement was signed.
IN THE MATTER OF SPECIFICATIONS FOR HIGHWAY MATERIALS

Mr. Foster presented the proposed specification for materials for the County Highway department.

Mr. Brown moved to accept the specifications and proceed to advertise for bids.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE NEW JAIL

Mr. Gary Rogers, Clerk of the Works for the new jail appeared and stated that the facility was 99 percent complete.  Several systems in the facility were not yet working and work was continuing to bring all systems on line.  Discussion ensued regarding the parking lot and the procurement of concrete parking “bumpers”.  It was estimated that the bumpers, which were not in the construction plans and design, would cost approximately $20.00 each, with about seventy-five bumpers needed.
SchenkelShultz presented a release document for the steel cells and the administrative offices.  They explained that by accepting the offices the County could lock up the offices to protect any equipment placed into the office.  Without the acceptance, the contractor would retain the keys and the areas could not be secured.  The Commissioners asked if the areas were truly complete.  SchenkelShultz answered that the punch lists would control the completed product and would guarantee the final completion of the facility..

Mr. Andrews moved to accept and sign the release and take control of the administrative offices and the steel cell.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept change order number 10.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Sheriff Heaton appeared to discuss various issues, including kitchen supplies which he maintained had not been previously approved.

Mr. Brown moved to approve $14,949.84 for kitchen supplies.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CHILD SUPPORT OFFICE SPACE

Mr. Steve Bell, County Probation Officer, appeared and asked if the Board had approved the move of Community Corrections to the aforementioned space.  The Commissioners answered that they had.  Mr. Bell stated that the staff did not want to move after all and respectfully declined the space.  The Commissioners answered that they would cancel the approval.

IN THE MATTER OF LEWIS DOCK AND CR 1450 S
Mr. Charlie Bates of Lewis Dock Company appeared to request a road use agreement for a portion of CR 1450 S.  He stated that they wanted to use a one mile and a half section of the road to haul coal to a tipple.  Mr. Parr answered that the agreement could be considered, providing the company provided a road use bond in the amount of $50,000 per mile used.  The company could stop at the County Highway Garage to procure a sample agreement.

Mr. Andrews stated that he would agree providing that the company leave the portion of road as a double chip and seal roadway.

Mr. Brown moved to approve the use of CR 1450 S, between CR 400 and CR 550 S by Lewis Dock Company after the presentation of a $75,000 bond.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
