COUNTY OF CLAY)

David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the June 6, 2005  meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M.  Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner David Parr, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Parr asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the May 2005 meeting.  Hearing none, he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Brown moved to approve the minutes from May 2005.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS


HUMANE SOCIETY

Mr. Bill Bell, representing the Clay County Humane Society, appeared and stated that he was present 
to address a proposed agreement between the Society and the County.  He explained that the 
Society and the County had an agreement years ago, but did not have one presently.  Commissioner 
Brown had suggested that the Society develop an agreement similar to the one signed recently by the 
City of Brazil.


Mr. Brown moved to take the proposed contract under advisement.  Mr. Andrews seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


COUNTY AMBULANCE SERVICE


Mr. Andrews offered that TransCare Ambulance service, the County’s contracted ambulance service 
provider, desired to place a paramedic in the Clay City area starting July 1, 2005, rather than an 
intermediate level EMT as called for in the current contract, providing that the County would sign a 
contract extension for four years.  Mr. Brown agreed with the idea of enhanced service, but was 
cautious regarding a contract that was not yet half completed.

Mr. Andrews moved to take the proposed contract under advisement to allow Mr. Somheil adequate 
time to review it and address the issue in July.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY CLERK UNPAID FEE COLLECTIONS

Clay Circuit Court Clerk Mary Brown appeared to propose a contract for the collection of unpaid fees.  
Ms. Brown stated that there would be no cost to the County and that costs for the service would be 
paid by those persons not having paid the fees.


Mr. Brown moved to accept the contract.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Ms. Brown inquired of the Commissioners if they had given any thought to who they would appoint to 
the voter advisory board.  Mr. Parr asked Ms. Brown to reiterate what action needed to take place.  
Ms. Brown responded that the Commissioners needed to appoint an advisory board to oversee the 
accessibility to polling places.  She then explained the duties of the members.

Mr. Brown moved to appoint Peggy Brown, Shelly Froderman, and Daryl Andrews to the Voters 
Advisory Board.


Mr. Andrews asked who chaired the group.  Ms. Brown responded that the Board would make that 
decision when they met the first time.


COUNTY SANITARIAN AND THE PROPERTY ON WATERWORKS ROAD


Mr. Bill Hale, County Sanitarian, appeared to follow up on the property on Waterworks Road.  He 
stated that the County Prosecutor had sent a letter regarding filing charges against the residents of 
the property.  Mr. Brown asked what had to happen to condemn and demolish the property.  Mr. Hale 
stated that he had inspected the purported sewage problem and found no violation.  Mr. Parr asked if 
the residence didn’t have to have hot water.  It was stated that Child Protective Services would be 
responsible for the well being of the children.  Mr. Brown stated that surely we have an obligation to 
the taxpayers.  Mr. Hale stated that he would continue to monitor the situation and continue to pursue 
action with the Prosecutor, as well as follow up on the situation.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Mr. Brian Husband appeared and presented a draft copy of a Putnam County ordinance regarding the 
National Incident Management System.  Mr. Husband informed the Commissioners that the County 
would have to adopt a similar instrument by 2006 or risk loosing federal funding.  He asked the 
Commissioners to review the instrument before the next Commissioner meeting in July.

Mr. Husband informed the Commissioners that reporting on past grants would be 99% complete by 
June 6.  He further stated that he had been meeting with those involved in flood plain management.  
He informed the Commissioners that, due to a lack of a formal permit procedure in Clay County, a 
person could not automatically re-build in a flood plain.  Mr. Husband would look into the situation 
further.

COURT HOUSE CUSTODIAN


Mr. Wayne Knox appeared to discuss the contract for services from Aramark.  He explained that the 
contract would mature in October 2005 and would automatically renew for five years if not addressed.  
He provided quotes from Aramark and Cintas, with Cintas being the lesser amount of the two.

Mr. Andrews moved to contact Aramark and notify them that the County would not be renewing the 
contract.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Mr. Knox was instructed to procure a proper contract from Cintas to be considered for acceptance.


COUNTY BRIDGES


Mr. Brown informed the Board that he was working on specifications to replace a culvert on CR 800N.  
He estimated that a hydrology report would cost in the neighborhood of $2,900.


STATE ROAD 340


Mr. Parr asked if any action had ever been taken regarding the County taking over any part of State 
Road 340.  


Mr. Brown moved that the County not take over any part of State Road 340.  Mr. Andrews seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Mr. Somheil was instructed to draft a letter and send it to the State of Indiana.


STATE ROAD 340 CULVERT REPLACEMENT DETOUR


Mr. Parr explained the request from INDOT.  INDOT expected to replace a culvert on State Road 340 
between CR 400W and CR 500W.  The State was seeking to utilize county roads for a detour during 
the project.  Mr. Brown inquired about the old interurban structure located near the project.  He 
expressed that, if at all possible, the structure should be saved for its historical value.

Mr. Brown moved to allow the State to utilize the County roads for the detour.  Mr. Andrews seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY SAINT VINCENT HOSPITAL


Mr. Jerry Laue appeared to propose an amendment to the transfer of assets agreement between 
Clay County and Saint Vincent Hospital.  The original agreement was produced when the hospital 
was transferred to Saint Vincents.  The hospital was requesting the deletion of the requirement of 
maintaining a 501c3 status for the foundation created within the agreement.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the amendment.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


COURT HOUSE TOUR

A representative from the Western Indiana Employment Training Services appeared to request 
permission of the Commissioners to conduct a tour of the Court House offices on July 7, 2005.  
Participants would been teenagers seeking to learn more about county government.  The 
Commissioners granted permission for the tour.

COUNTY ATV ORDINANCE


Mr. Andrews presented two examples of county ordinances allowing the use of all terrain vehicles on 
county roads from other counties.  He explained that he had been approached by farmers in his 
district to allow them to use the vehicles in the operation of their business.  Sheriff Heaton was asked 
his opinion of the subject.  Sheriff Heaton stated that he would agree if the use was as proposed.

Mr. Somheil was asked to draft a possible ordinance for Clay County and submit it at a future 
meeting.


COUNTY POSTAGE METER


Treasurer Jack Withers presented a renewal contract for the County postage meter which he 
recommended they accept.

Mr. Brown moved to approve the contract.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

CLAY COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE

Sheriff Heaton informed the Commissioners that national jail trainers were in town and invited the 
Commissioners to the training.


COUNTY HIGHWAY


Mr. Foster reported that everything was running smoothly at the Highway Department.  He did state 
that he would like to workout an agreement regarding the pick-up of dead animals.  He would like to 
set up protocol between all parties involved.
IN THE MATTER OF THE TRIAD MINING BOND

Mr. Dierdorf mentioned that Donna Williams from the County Highway Department had requsted that bond number 4078331 be released.  Mr. Foster stated that the roadway covered under the bond was in satisfactory condition.

Mr. Andrews moved to release the bond.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
