Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the February 27, 2006 Special Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:30 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE PINCKLEY STREET PROJECT

Mr. Brown stated that the purpose of the meeting was to consider a cooperative project between the City of Brazil and Clay County involving Pinckley Street in Brazil.  Mr. Brown then introduces Mr. Brian Pohlar, Engineer for the City of Brazil.

Mr. Pohlar stated that the City had applied for a grant for this project in 2004 and 2005 from the Indiana Department of Transportation and had been denied.  He stated that INDOT had suggested that the City “lower the scope of the project” and re-submit in 2006, which they did and received approval for the new proposal.  The new proposal included the worst section of Pinckley Street.
One of the major concerns in the project was which entity had responsibility for the street/road, the City of Brazil or Clay County as the section seemed to be on the fringe of the City Corporation/ County line.  Mr. Parr asked Mr. Pohlar what the difference between the corporation line and the city limits.
Mr. Jim Coffenberry addressed the proposed inter-local agreement between the City and the County and explained how the agreement was integral to the matching portion of the grant.  The County’s matching portion being requested was $50,000 from the County and $50,000 from the City of Brazil..  The estimated time of payment was 2008.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve and sign the inter-local agreement.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
Mr. Pohlar will keep the Commissioners informed regarding the progress of the project.

Mr. Parr asked if there was a plan to phase this project into the remainder of Pinckley Street.  Mr. Pohlar responded that the overall goal would be to revamp Pinckley Street from Forrest Avenue (SR 59) to Murphy Avenue.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
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
