Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County, called the January 03, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M. Mr. Dierdorf opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Auditor Dierdorf announced that it was his duty to open the first meeting of the year and conduct the election of the President of the Board of Commissioners.  Before the election, Mr. Parr had asked to address the Board.  He thanked the other Commissioners for their support for the past year and asked for one of them to consider serving as President in 2006.  Mr. Dierdorf asked if the other Commissioners wished to make any comments.  Hearing none, he opened the floor to nominations for the office of President.

Mr. Parr nominated Mr. Brown for President.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Mr. Andrews moved the nominations be closed.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Auditor Dierdorf announced that Mr. Brown had been elected President and turned the meeting over to him.

Mr. Brown opened the floor to nominations for Vice-President.  Mr. Andrews nominated Mr. Parr for the position of Vice President.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Mr. Andrews moved the nominations be closed.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Mr. Brown announced that Mr. Parr had been elected Vice-President.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS
Mr. Mike Baer appeared form Mid America Elevator Service to seek the maintenance agreement for the Court House elevator.  Mr. Baer presented a proposed contract to the Commissioners.  Mr. Brown presented the contract to Mr. Somheil to review and announced that action would be considered in February.

Mr. Scott Clousner appeared from Beam, Longest and Neff Engineers.  He reported that the surveys 
were complete for Bridges 84 and 104 and that they had found no problems thus far.  He further 
stated that there would be no construction costs for two or three years.  Mr. Parr asked if the County 
would receive any invoices in the near future.  Mr. Clousner responded that design fees would be 
forthcoming  from his firm.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY TAX SALE

County Treasurer Jack Withers appeared to discuss the possible change of company’s providing 
assistance to the County for the County’s tax sale.  He introduced Mr. Greg Jordan of GUTS to 
describe his company and the services they provide.  Mr. Brown and Mr. Parr inquired about fees and 
their structure.  Mr. Dierdorf stated that he would pull the contract with SRI, the current service 
provider, and examine and compare it to the GUTS proposal with Treasurer Withers.  Mr. Withers and 
Mr. Dierdorf will present their recommendation to the Commissioners at a future meeting.

Mr. Parr moved to retain Wayne Knox as the Court House Head Custodian.  Mr. Brown 
seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


VETERANS SERVICE OFFICER


Mr. Parr moved to retain Les Walden as County Veterans Service Officer.  Mr. Brown seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY HOSPITAL BOARD


Mr. Andrews moved to suspend the appointment until the February 7th meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


WESTERN INDIANA PRIVATE INDUSTRY COUNCIL


Mr. Brown moved to retain Mr. Parr as the Commissioners’ representative to the Western Indiana 
Private Industry Council.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


AVIATION BOARD


 Mr. Parr moved to suspend the appointment until the February 6th meeting.  Mr. Andrews 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY HEALTH BOARD


Mr. Parr moved to appoint Dr. Charles French to the Clay County Health Board to replace Dr. 
Houston.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


Mr. Parr moved to retain Dr. Cash on the Clay County Health Board.  Mr. Andrews seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD


Mr. Parr appoint Doug Barr.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT MATERIALS BIDS

Mr. Andrews moved to accept all bids submitted.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK

Mr. Parr stated that some County Highway employees had questions regarding the employee handbook.  Their questions centered on section six, and the language that included the family medical leave act.  Mr. Parr suggested that the Executive look at the manual for possible revisions.
IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH

Mr. Andrews announced that he had received a proposed contract from the State, but had not had time to have Mr. Somheil review the instrument yet.

Mr. Andrews moved that the County accept the contract, pending the Commissioner’s counsel’s approval.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE CODA GRANT

Ms. Carrie McPhillip and Ms. Michelle Phillips appeared to seek approval for the renewal of the STOP grant.  They explained that the grant would target the 50 plus age group.  The grant has been in existence since 1998.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the CODA STOP grant application renewal.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE BRAZIL PLANNING COMMISSION

Mr. Somheil explained to the Commissioners what appointments were needed by the City of Brazil.
After discussion on the length of terms, Mr. Parr moved to re-appoint Ms. Carolyn Timberman to a full term.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Parr moved to appoint B. Lee Reberger to a one year term.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.   Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY COUNTY AVIATION BOARD

Mr. Brown asked Mr. Mike Knust if any appointments were needed for the Aviation Board.  Mr. Knust responded that they would have a meeting the next week and he would find out what might be needed.

IN THE MATTER OF THE NEW JAIL

Mr. Mike Walker appeared for SchenkelShultz Architecture and stated that they were working on a punch list for the facility.  Hanig was to be on the site at the end of the week to go through the final completion of the facility.  Sheriff Heaton stated that the state jail inspector would re-inspect the facility soon.   He was not sure if the state Fire Marshall needed to inspect the facility, but he would inquire into the issue.
Walker stated that he was not asking the County to sign off on the jail until they were comfortable.  With regard to training on the various mechanical systems, Walker stated that he would contact Hanig to procure a schedule.  It was also mentioned that Cinergy and Vectren would need to be contacted to produce a breakdown of bills to allow Hanig to provide reimbursement for bills already paid by the County.
Walker stated that there were one or two bills to come from Hanig yet and there were issues to be resolved regarding retainage.

Mr. Parr moved that the County pay the claim for $320,936.23 pending County Council approval.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Walker presented change order number eleven to the Board.  He explained each change in detail.  The issue of Evac to AirVac change, at an expense of $55,000 was discussed in great detail  Mr. Andrews stated that he had met with Gary Rogers, Hanig and others and felt tha,t personally, the County had some liability in the issue.  Mr. Parr asked why Hanig representatives did not attend this meeting to discuss and explain their position.  It was determined to hold a Special Commissioners Meeting on January 17, 2006 at 9:00 am to address the issue.
Sheriff Heaton inquired about parking bumpers for the parking lot.  He estimated that approximately seventy-five bumpers were needed.  He also requested that an extra sidewalk be constructed between the new jail parking lot and the old jail sidewalk to cut down on dirt and mud being tracked into the new facility.  Further he suggested using the old recreation yard as an impound area in the future.  Mr. Parr stated that he had requested $410,000 from the County Council that would include the bumpers, and once approved the bumpers could be ordered.  Mr. Somheil stated that he felt the bumpers had been approved, pending an appropriation from the County Council.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
