COUNTY OF CLAY)

Commissioner’s President called the October 2, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Charlie Brown, and Commissioner David Parr.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS
Chief Custodian Wayne Knox appeared before the Commissioners with the quote from AirVac Systems for the cost of installation for a Muffin Monster grinder to connect between the incoming vacuum lines and the collection station, at the jail.  This item was removed during original construction of the jail, but is now deemed necessary, due to the inmates flushing foreign object down the stools.  

The Commissioners agreed to request an additional appropriation in the amount of $23,150.08 from Cumulative Capital Development Funds to cover the cost of this item.  Meanwhile, Wayne will check to see if this item can be purchased elsewhere at a more economical price.

IN THE MATTER OF BRILEY DITCH
Commissioner Daryl Andrews stated he has a notice from EPA requesting monitoring reports.  According to Commissioners Andrews, these reports may have crossed in the mail, since Staley’s Soil Service has sent the report.  EPA has now extended the reporting period to 2010.  There is a revegetation issue, in that, the trees on the north side of the ditch have not survived and need to be replanted.  The trees on the south side have so far achieved the 60% survival, but need to be regularly maintained to ensure future survival.
Commissioner Andrews also submitted a bill from Staley’s Soil Service for $150.00 herbicide spot treatment, and $600.00 Restoration Report, and ask that it be paid from the escrow account for maintenance of Briley.
A motion to pay said bill made by Daryl Andrews, seconded by Dave Parr.  3 ayes

An request for extension has been filed by the Shidler family in regard to their dispute over their property and the EPA.  John Keller is surveying the property.

IN THE MATTER OF TRANSFER STATION

IDEM has issued a public notice on 9/8/2006 for issuance of a permit to Randolph Farms to open a transfer station.  Janet Reed COV-SWD has submitted to EPA a petition to stop the project.  She has the required one hundred signature, and should receive a hearing.
Taxpayer Ron Hoffman spoke as a concerned citizen stating that he had visited the transfer station in Franklin Indiana, and feels the facility was not well maintained to contain ground water contamination.

Janet Reed of COV-SWD stated that Randolph Farms has not approached the District for a letter to comply with Ordinance 11-2003.

Eric Somheil has prepared a Complaint for Preliminary Injunction and Permanent Injunction for Violation of Clay County Ordinance 11-2003, on behalf of the Commissioners.  A motion to proceed with the complaint made by Daryl Andrews, seconded by Dave Parr.  3 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF VOTING PLACES

Clerk Mary Brown appeared before the Commissioners to have them establish the voting places for the November 7, 2006 election.  It was decided to keep the voting places as they were in the Primary in May.
A motion to that effect made by Daryl Andrews, seconded by Dave Parr.  3 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF BUTTS PROPERTY

Taxpayer Jim Butts has been in contact with Commissioner Daryl Andrews regarding his property at the intersection of State Road 59 and State Road 46.  Mr. Butts has been notified by the town of Center Point that he is subject to their zoning regulations.  Mr. Butts feel that he is outside the two mile limit imposed by the town of Center Point.  County Surveyor John Keller has drawn a two mile circumference for Mr. Butts which shows that the property in question is indeed outside the statutory two mile limit.

Commissioner Dave Parr stated that he feels it is Mr. Butts’ responsibility to work with the town of Center Point on this issue, and is not a county issue.

IN THE MATTER OF PROPOSAL FOR FLAT CARS

Commissioner Charlie Brown submitted for approval a proposal from BLS Contractors for a flatcar to replace Bridge 139 on River Road, in the amount of $39,500.00.  This amount exceeds the $25,000.00 purchase limit without advertising for quotes.  Dave Parr made a motion to advertise for quotes, seconded by Daryl Andrews.  3 ayes

A discussion by the Commissioners then ensued regarding spec to be advertised, and Highway Supervisor Pete Foster stated he would write the specifications. 

Commissioner Daryl Andrews then expressed his concern over replacing bridges with flatcars, since there is not engineering or safety standard imposed on flatcar installation.

IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION OFFICE
Extension Agent Melanie Brown appeared before the Commissioners with a bill for Bill Hammer in the amount of $225.00 for work done on their inside phones.  She stated that the phone service was still not reliable, because there is an excessive amount of static any time it rains, and at least one of the lines does not work at all.  This seems to be a problem in the wiring inside the building, which was installed by volunteer workers, and not a part of the original construction.
Extension Agents Melanie Brown, Peggy Davis and Mark Evans gave each of the Commissioners a set of proposed rules governing the use of the Extension Building by outside entities.  Any use of the building must be for education purposes.  A motion to accept the rules as submitted made by Dave Parr, seconded by Daryl Andrews.  3 ayes

Melanie Brown also requested the Commissioners sign a three year lease with IKON for a copier/duplicator, which will replace their old unit.  A motion to sign the lease was made by Daryl Andrews, seconded by Dave Parr.  3 ayes
Melanie Brown also announced that Sue Urban would be the new 4-H program assistant.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Brian Husband appeared before the Commissioners with his monthly report.  He requested the Commissioner’s sign a sub-recipient agreement for the grant for the replacement security system and laptops.  A motion to sign the grant agreement made by Daryl Andrews, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  2 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF POSTAGE MACHINE

Dean McCasey of Neopost appeared before the Commissioners regarding the USPS changes effective 12/31/06.  Mandate 06 requires the meter to report via phone line using the serial number, and mandate 08 requires the meter to place an encrypted bar code on the envelope.

The county averages over $3,000.00 postage per month. For a cost of $2579.00 Neopost has a machine which will fully comply with both mandates.  Meter rental is still required, and most of that charge goes to USPS.  Supply costs will be slightly higher, since the new machine will be an ink jet printer.

Motion to purchase the machine and incur the rental expense was made by Daryl Andrews, seconded by Dave Parr. 3 ayes 
IN THE MATTER OF ASSET TRANSFER WITH BRAZIL CITY

Attorney Eric Somheil read the following Resolution in full
RESOLUTION 6-2006

WHEREAS, Clay County has caused the construction of certain sewer and water extensions to serve IVC, as more particularly shown in the drawings prepared by Samuel L Moore & Associates, Inc, Consulting Engineers, Job No. 1652 dated February 2, 2001; and 

WHEREAS, in connection with said improvements, IVC Industrial Coatings and Great Dane Limited Partnership of Clay County, State of Indiana, have granted certain easements to the City of Brazil, Indiana, a and Clay County, Indiana, which said easements are recorded at Book 26, 344, and Book 26, 349 on November 16, 2001 in the Office of the Clay County Recorder; and 
WHEREAS, the City and County are desirous that the City of Brazil, Indiana assume ownership of the take responsibility for the inspection, maintenance, servicing, operation, and repair of said sewer and water utility extensions;

WHEREAS, it is contemplated that in exchange for the transfer of said sewer and water utilities to the City of Brazil, the City of Brazil will convey to Clay County certain roadways located in the Industrial Park including the roadway improved in connection with the IVC Project, for which roads the County will assume responsibility for inspection, maintenance, servicing, operation, and repair;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Clay County Commissioners make, execute, and deliver the Deed of Conveyance attached hereto and made a part of hereof to the City of Brazil in exchange for a transfer by the City of Brazil of said roadways to Clay County.
