IN THE MATTER OF THE RELEASE OF FUNDS TO HANNIG
Mr. Brown stated he felt we had an obligation to pay the funds to Hannig, but we should not release the performance bond. Some of the issues at the jail we will have to live with. However Mr. Brown is tired of hearing we will look into it from Hannig.  Mr. Rollings from the jail stated there are 68 issues that need to be addressed. He would appreciate the board looking thru them and prioritizing them. Mr. Rollings also stated some issues are not maintenance but poor choices an example would be the shower curtains and shower heads. Mr. Knox, the Head Custodian of the County, stated there is a drain that leaks sewer gas. Hannig’s answer to the problem was for Mr. Knox to move the vending machine and pour water down the drain periodically. 

Mr. Brown stated he had requested Schenkel Shultz to have the information here prior to the meeting so the Commissioners could go over them and be prepared for the meeting. The packet was faxed at 9:47 am after the meeting had already started.
There was much more discussion on when the issues would be corrected. Mr. Andrews called Troy at Hannig to question if the January 5th date was a target date or a definite date that the punch list items would  be fixed. Troy was not in his secretary stated she doubted they could be fixed by then and it was more of a target date.  Mr. Andrews stated he did not think we could hold the $10,000.00 since the parking lot issues had been corrected and that was the reason for holding the funds.

Mr. Andrews moved to release the funds to Hannig.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
