COUNTY OF CLAY)

Commissioner’s President called the March, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

N THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Brown asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the February 6, 2006 regular meeting.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Parr moved to approve the February 6, 2006 minutes as presented.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS


CITY OF BRAZIL

Mayor Tom Arthur appeared to discuss two items with the Executive.  He first asked about an appoint 
to the Workforce Development Board.  Mr. Gary Wolfe was the current appointee from the 
Commissioners, but he was now working outside of the county and a replacement needs to be 
selected.


The second issue involved the Air Force plane on the Court House grounds.  The City of Brazil has 
had responsibility for the plane for many, many years.  Mayor Arthur suggested that since the plane 
was located on the county property, it made sense that the County take over responsibility for the 
plane.  Mayor Arthur presented Mr. Brown with paperwork to be filed with the U.S. Air Force.  Mr. 
Brown asked Mr. Somheil to review the forms.

Mr. Brown asked when the appointment for the Workforce Development Board was needed.  Mayor 
Arthur responded as soon as possible.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT


Mr. Brian Husband appeared to update the Commissioners on his area.  The County will be receiving 
a $52,000 grant from Homeland Security.  The focus of the grant will be the interconnectivity between 
departments for communications.  A grant in 2006 would be utilized to “fill in the holes” from 2005.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the grant application.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


COUNTY BRIDGES


Mr. Scott Kluesner, of BLN Engineering, appeared to give the Commissioners an update on the 
status of the work BLN is doing for the Commissioners on three County Bridges.

GERI HUSBAND AND TASK FORCE 7


Ms. Geri Husband appeared to request approval for a grant application for disaster planning.  The 
grant involves 7 counties and will utilize Rose-Hulman Institute as the primary contractor.  She stated 
that she was seeking to have the Clay County Auditor to serve as fiscal agent for the grant.  Mr. 
Brown asked Auditor Dierdorf if he would agree and he answered yes.


Mr. Andrews moved to approve the grant.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE OLD COUNTY AMBULANCES

Mr. Brown brought up the situation of the three county owned ambulances returned from TransCare.  He stated that it was the County’s position to dispose of the vehicles and had entertained the thought of giving them to some local volunteer fire departments.  There was concern that the County had a contract with TransCare and could not compete with them during the contract.  Mr. Brown stated that the County would not be competing by giving the vehicles to a fire department, even if they later started their own ambulance service.
After much discussion the Commissioners discussed the proper and fair way of disposing of the vehicles.
Mr. Brown asked Mr. Somheil to draft an agreement for the fire departments to take possession of the vehicles.

Mr. Parr moved to hold a lottery for the former ambulances.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

Mr. Brown mentioned that two members were still needed for the Commission.  He also stated that two names had been suggested for possible appointment; Ms. Jan Howell and Mr. Brian Wyndham.  Mr. Dierdorf read from the January Commissioner’s minutes and relayed that all of the members needed to be appointed or re-appointed as the issue had been tabled in January.
Mr. Parr moved to re-appoint Bill Sisson, Jack Braden, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, and to also appoint Jan Howell and Brian Wyndham to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT REPLACEMENT APPOINTMENT

Mr. Parr asked Commissioners Brown and Andrews to come up with a name to replace Gary Wolf who had gained employment outside the county and was no longer eligible to serve.

IN THE MATTER OF THE LICENSE BRANCH AT CLAY CITY

Mr. Brown reported that the license branch at Clay City was doing well.  He then presented a proposed lease for the space occupied by the Clay City branch.  The lease was between the Clay City Plaza and the Clay County Commissioners.
Mr. Andrews stated that he would abstain from voting on the issue as he and his family owned the Clay City Plaza.  Mr. Parr commented that he probably would have to file a non-collusion affidavit with the County Clerk.  Mr. Andrews stated that he already had one on file.

Mr. Parr moved to approve the proposed lease.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0 with Mr. Andrews abstaining.

IN THE MATTER OF THE JAIL

Sheriff Heaton appeared to discuss the rental of rugs for the jail.  The Sheriff explained that he would pay for the rugs out of one of his discretionary accounts, but he needed the Commissioners to approve the contract.  The Sheriff stated that he only had a proposal from one company.
The Commissioners reviewed the proposed contract.  Mr. Parr asked the Cintas representative if he had the authority to modify or amend the proposed contract.  The representative answered yes.  Mr. Parr and Mr. Somheil proceeded to review the proposed agreement and make modifications.

Mr. Parr moved to approve the Cintas contract as amended.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE BRIDGE INSPECTIONS
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the proposal from Farrar, Garvey and company.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE ATM IN THE COURT HOUSE
Mr. Mike Lawson, President of Riddell National Bank appeared before the Commissioners to request to place an ATM machine in the Court House.  He stated that the only requirements were a dedicated telephone line and a 110 volt electrical outlet.  Mr. Andrews asked about the service fees charged to non-customers and if the County would receive any income from those fees.  Mr. Lawson stated that the bank typically kept those fees.
Mr. Dierdorf asked the Commissioners fro permission to talk to Mr. Lawson regarding serving as a clearinghouse bank for direct deposit payroll accounts.  Mr. Lawson expressed interest in discussing the issue.
Mr. Parr moved to take the issue under advisement until the April meeting.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CASS TOWNSHIP FIRE TERRITORY
The Chief of the Cass Township Vol Fire Deptact appeared to discuss the creation of a fire protection territory between Cass Township in Clay County and Jackson Township in Owen County.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE
Mr. Andrews opened the discussion regarding health insurance

IN THE MATTER OF THE MC QUAY CONTRACT

Mr. Dierdorf opened the discussion and announced that the contract for maintenance on the HVAC system was due for renewal.

Mr. Parr moved to approve the contract.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY TAX SALE VENDOR

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the offer from G.U.T.S.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
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
