Commissioner’s President called the April, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, and Commissioner Charlie Brown.  Commissioner David Parr was absent due to illness.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

N THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Brown asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the March 6,2006 regular meeting.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the March 6, 2006 minutes as presented.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS


AIRPLANE ON COURT HOUSE GROUNDS


Mr. Brown mentioned that the Mayor of Brazil had approached the Commissioners during the March 
2006 meeting regarding the U.S. Air Force plane located on the Court House grounds.  The Mayor 
had stated that the City of Brazil had been responsible for the aircraft for many, many years, although 
it had always been located on the Court House grounds.  He offered that it was time to renew the 
loan agreement and felt that the County should take over responsibility.  The Commissioners had 
agreed to look into the issue in March.


Mr. Somheil reported that he had found that the County needed to have a $10,000 replacement policy 
in place for the aircraft.  The County needed to provide proof of insurance on County letterhead to the 
U.S. Air Force.

Mr. Andrews moved to proceed with the application to formalize the loan of the plane.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0


WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT APPOINTMENT

Mr. Brown asked if there were any suggestions for appointment to the workforce development board 
to replace Gary Wolf.  He offered that the person needed to be from the business community.  Mr. 
Andrews suggested Paul Sinders.  Mr. Brown responded that he felt Mr. Sinders had enough on his 
plate and he was not from the business segment.  Mr. Brown tabled the appointment until the May 
2006 meeting.


ATM IN THE COURT HOUSE


Mr. Brown asked Mr. Dierdorf if he had any contact with Riddell National Bank.  He responded that he 
had no contact, and that he had not contacted Riddell either.  Mr. Brown tabled the issue.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the 2006 polling places.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion 
passed 2-0.


CLAY COUNTY ASSESSOR


County Assessor Aron Royer appeared to give an update on his office.  He reported to have added 
17 million dollars of new construction to the tax rolls, and that splits and sales disclosure information 
was current.

He reported that the State has mandated that Counties to input three years of personal property 
information into their computer systems.  He also mentioned that he will need approval for the 
specifications to bid trending software.  He estimated the cost could be about $60,000.  Mr. Andrews 
asked Mr. Royer if he had the specifications there for the Commissioners perusal.  He stated that 
they were in his office and he could provide them if necessary.


Mr. Andrews moved to approve the specifications for the trending software bids pending approval 
from the Commissioner’s legal counsel.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

SHERIFF’S BOND


Mr. Dierdorf presented the bond for the Sheriff for the Commissioner’s acceptance.


Mr. Andrews moved to accept the bond for Sheriff Mike Heaton.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  
Motion passed 2-0.


CAGIT CERTIFICATION

Mr. Brown signed a certification form to verifying the CAGIT rate in Clay County for the Indiana 
Department of Local Government Finance.

COUNTY AMBULANCES


Mr. Brown asked Brian Husband if he had the information for the dissemination of the ambulances.  
Mr. Husband presented the Commissioners with the proposed conditions for the dissemination of the 
vehicles to the fire departments.  Each department interested in the ambulances would have their 
name placed in a drawing.  The order of choice for the units would be as drawn.  Each department, in 
the order drawn, would then have the option of choosing and accepting a unit.  The Commissioners 
discussed the process and stated that the units could not be moved until insured and that they could 
not be used for medical transport.  Mr. Somheil stated that he approved the proposed process.

Mr. Brown stated that the interested departments would have twenty-four hours to review and decide 
on the units.  He then asked a citizen from the crowd to draw the lots.  The results of the drawing 
were as follows:

IN THE MATTER OF COMMISSIONER MEETING LOCATIONS
Mr. Andrews stated that he wished to discuss holding Commissioner’s meetings in locations other than the Court House, as well as possibly holding the meetings in the evening.  He suggested holding the meetings in Clay City, Coalmont, Centerpoint and Cory as possible locations.  He mentioned that it was difficult for a working person to attend the meetings without taking time from one’s job to do so.

Mr. Brown, agreeing with the concept, expressed concern if it was legal to move the meetings after the time, place and dates had been established at the beginning of the year.  Mr. Brown also expressed concern regarding Mr. Somheil and Mr. Dierdorf and their ability to attend distant and off hours meetings.  Mr. Somheil expressed that the change could be a problem for him due to business conflicts.  Mr. Dierdorf stated that he had not problem with the proposal, except he was unsure of the legality of the proposal.
Mr. Brown asked Mr. Somheil to research the issue and report back to the Board in the future.

IN THE MATTER OF A POSSIBLE COUNTY ORDINANCE FOR HEALTH HAZARDS
Mr. Andrews stated he was interested in having a discussion on a possible ordinance to enable the chief health officer to take action on properties that are a nuisance.  He added that Clay City and the City of Brazil have similar ordinances in place.  He also added that properties that need attention in the county can not have action taken for lack of authority by the county.  He suggested that an ordinance could be written to allow the county to take needed actions after owners had failed to bring the property into compliance.
Mr. Brown offered that he agreed with Mr. Andrews, as did MR. Somheil, however Mr. Somheil would like to see a more stringent policy developed

IN THE MATTER OF THE JAIL
Sheriff Heaton commented that there were a few problems with the facility.  Much attention has been paid to the air handlers and he felt progress was being made.  Sheriff Heaton asked when the warranty started on the facility.  Mr. Brown answered that the substantial completion document was signed on December 30th, 2005.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept $9,600 as the dollar amount to be reimbursed for utility costs by Hanig Construction.  After an period of time, Mr. Brown announced that the motion had died for lack of a second.
IN THE MATTER OF THE PROSECUTOR AND THE FEDERAL EQUITABLE SHARING MONEY

Mr. Reberger appeared to explain the source of the funds in the federal equitable sharing account and to propose a lease arrangement with Dorsett Automotive in Terre Haute for an automobile and insurance.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the lease with Dorsett’s.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE PROSECUTOR’S CELL PHONE ACCOUNT

Mr. Reberger explained that his office provided cell phones to various police departments and officers.  Upon review of his structure he had discovered that Verizon had given a better than Cingular, his current provider.  He stated that he was seeking approval to switch his account to Verizon.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the change from Cingular to Verizon for the Prosecutor’s cell phone account provider.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF MAVERICK INSURANCE

Ms. Beth hall, of Maverick Insurance, appeared and informed the Board that her company was interested in bidding on the County’s liability and workers comp insurance.  She inquired on the anniversary dates for the insurance.  Mr. Somheil inquired about any ongoing claims should the County change carriers.  She responded that the responsibility for the claims rested with the company holding the policy at the time of the claim.

IN THE MATTER OF APEX INSURANCE

Ms. Amy Carpenter appeared for APEX Insurance seeking to provide quotes for the County Health insurance.  She stated that her company works with Dunn and Associates, Clay County’s current third party administrator (TPA).  She offered that their company possibly dealt with more companies in the re-insurance area than Dunn.
Mr. Brown and Mr. Andrews discussed how they might address the health insurance issue.

Mr. Andrews moved that a qualified insurance provider, one holding a life and health license in Indiana, may provide information to the Commissioners by the May 2006 meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CPI
Representatives from CPI attended the meeting and stated that they had been asked by the Commissioners to provide specifications for County Bridge 73.  They stated that they had been asked for a “turn key” bridge.  They also provided specifications for a box culvert on CR 1300 S in place of County Bridge 266.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the specifications and advertise for County Bridge 73 on CR 800 N.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the specifications and advertise to replace County Bridge 266.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
Bids are to be in the Auditor’s office by 9:00 AM.

IN THE MATTER OF INDIANA TESTING AND DRUG TESTING
A representative of Indiana Testing appeared to seek an agreement to provide drug testing for the County Highway Department for CDL requirements.  He stated that the County was currently paying $60,00 per test.  He offered to test for $48.00 per test and also offered to test other County employees.  Mr. Andrews asked Mr. Foster what he thought.  Mr. Foster stated that if the testing was equal and cheaper it could be considered.
Mr. Andrews moved the issue be tabled until the May meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0..

IN THE MATTER OF THE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF BRAZIL AND THE COUNTY ON PINCKLEY STREET

Mr. Brown suggested that the County had signed an agreement the City turned down and wanted to withdraw.  Mr. Andrews agreed.

IN THE MATTER OF THE SWCD

Mr. Nathan Stoelting appeared to discuss the drainage on commercial sites.  Mr. Brown stated that he would like to conduct a work session to approach planning for the County.  Mr. Brown called the planning customized planning for the County.
Mr. Stoelting also addressed his desire to work with the County concerning a federal program for filter strips.  He offered that the County could pay $300. per year in a federal match program.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNICATION CONSULTING SERVICES

Mr. Steve Kasper appeared to discuss the County entering into an agreement for review of the telephone service.  His company would receive 50% of any savings gained for a period of one year on each item.
Mr. Brown tabled the issue.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
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
