Commissioner’s President called the May 1, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, and Commissioner Charlie Brown.  Commissioner David Parr arrived later in the meeting.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

N THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Brown asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the April 3,2006 regular meeting.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the April 3, 2006 minutes as presented.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS


WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT APPOINTMENT


Mr. Brown stated that he had found a person to appoint to the Board and presented the name of Mr. 
Pete Wilson.


Mr. Andrews moved to appoint Mr. Pete Wilson to the Workforce Development Board.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.


REAPPOINTMENT OF THE BUILDING CORPORATION MEMBERS


Mr. Somheil stated that the Clay County Building Corporation members needed an annual 
appointment.  He had conversed with the current members and they were willing to continue to serve,


Mr. Andrews moved to re-appoint Jeff Fritz, Robert Hostettler and Tim Stearley.  Mr. Brown seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.


IN THE MATTER OF THE REGULAR COMMISSIONER’S MEETING CHANGES

Mr. Brown and Mr. Andrews discussed the potential situation of not having a quorum at the next 
regular Commissioners meeting to Mr. Parr’s illness and Mr. Andrews change in employment..  Mr. 
Andrews suggested holding the meeting at night, the week before the scheduled meeting.  His 
proposal was to hold the meetings on the third Tuesday in the month before the scheduled meeting.  
He also offered that the June meeting be held on Tuesday, May 30, 2006 at 6:00PM.


Mr. Dierdorf asked if they would not just re-schedule the regular meeting, but Mr. Somheil stated he 
felt they would schedule a Special Meeting.  Mr. Dierdorf questioned if that was wise, considering the 
limitations associated with a special meeting with regard to agenda items.  He also stated that statute 
required the Executive to hold at least one meeting per month.


Mr. Andrews moved that the Commissioners hold special meetings on May 30, 2006, June 27, 2006, 
and July 25, 2006 and cancel the regular scheduled meetings in June and July, and that the meetings 
begin at 6:00 PM.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.


COUNTY ASSESSOR

County Assessor Aron Royer appeared seeking approval to procure software to digitize information 
from personal property records, as required by DLGF.  He stated that he had two quotes for the 
software: one for over $20,000 and one for $6,500.  He stated that he felt the $6,500 package would 
be sufficient.


Mr. Andrews moved to approve the purchase of the $6,500 program, pending the Commissioners 
legal counsel approval.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

Mr. Royer further informed the Commissioners that he would be advertising a request for proposals to 
perform the County’s required functions regarding trending for 2006.


EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT


Mr. Husband reported that the proofs of insurance had been received from the fire departments and 
the titles were ready to picked up by the departments

IN THE MATTER OF MRS. NICOSON AND THE SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT


Mrs. Nicoson appeared to express her complaint with the Sheriff’s Department.  She also expressed 
concerned with the accumulation with trash on the lower Bloomington Road.  Mr. Brown offered to 
meet later with the citizen and try to address her concerns.
IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE 1
Mr. Scott Kluesner presented a proposal for County Bridge 1 which had been approved by the federal government to be included into their bridge program.
Mr. Andrews moved to proceed with Bridge 1 pending County Council approval.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

The Commissioners signed the contract with BLN.  Mr. Dierdorf stated that he would sign the contract if the County Council approved the appropriation.

IN THE MATTER OF THE PARKING LOT AT THE NEW JAIL

The situation on the parking lot at the new jail was discussed in earnest.  
Commissioner Brown wanted to consult with Wabash Valley Asplalt to determine what the company would propose to remedy the situation.  Mr. Andrews agreed.

The Board took a recess until 10:00 AM at this point of the meeting.  Mr. Parr arrived at 9:45 AM.

IN THE MATTER OF THE ROAD CLOSING OF PART OF CR 200 W

Mr. Jim Deal appeared to propose the closing of CR 200 W, north form SR 42 to I-70 and South from Frontage Road to I-70.  He explained that the former Clay Prarie Church no longer functioned as a church and that particular property still had access of of CR 200W.  The Koehler family owned the property on both sides of the road in question.  Mr. Chris Koehler stated that they would provide the same access to the former church property off of CR 200W if the Board closed the road.
Mr. Parr moved to close Cr 200 W from SR 42 north to Frontage Road on the north side of I-70.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0

Mr. Brown asked Mr. Somheil to read Ordinance 7-2006 which he read in its entirety.

ORDINANCE NO.  7-2006
AN ORDINANCE VACATING A COUNTY ROAD

 IN POSEY TOWNSHIP, INDIANA


WHEREAS on April 18, 2006 a petition pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-7-3-12 to vacate a part of a road in Posey Township, Clay County was duly filed with the Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on Monday, May 1, 2006 at 10:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the road would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY as follows:

SECTION ONE

Vacating of County Road


The following described unused county road located in Posey Township, Clay County, Indiana be and hereby is vacated as a public way:

All that part of N. County Road 200 W between W. County Road 450 N on the north and W. State Road 42 on the south.

SECTION TWO

Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances


All ordinances or any parts thereof previously enacted which are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION ONE

Vacating of Street and Alleys


The following described unused street and alleys located in the Town of Ashboro in Sugar Ridge Township, Clay County, Indiana be and hereby is vacated as a public way:

All that part of Elm Street bounded on the north by Lots 1 and 6 in Block 3 in Francis P. Barrow’s First Addition to the Town of Ashboro, on the south by Lots 4 and 5 in Block 2 in said addition, on the east by Center Street and on the west by Broadway Street, being a fifty-foot street.

ALSO, all that part of a north and south alley between Elm Street on the north and Walnut Street on the south, and between Center Street on the east and Broadway Street on the west in Francis P. Barrow’s First Addition to the Town of Ashboro, more particularly described as follows: Commencing at the southeast corner of Lot 2 in Block 2 in said addition; thence north 175.50 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 4 in Block 2 in said addition; thence east 15 feet to the northwest corner of Lot 5 in Block 2 in said addition; thence south 175.50 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 7 in Block 2 in said addition; thence west 15 feet to the point of beginning.

ALSO, all that part of an east and west alley between Elm Street on the north and Walnut Street on the south, and between Center Street on the east and Broadway Street on the west in Francis P. Barrow’s First Addition to the Town of Ashboro, more particularly described as follows: Commencing at the northwest corner of Lot 2 in Block 2 in said addition; thence north 16.5 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 3 in Block 2 in said addition; thence east to the southeast corner of Lot 6 in Block 2 in said addition; thence south 16.5 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 7 in Block 2 in said addition; thence west to the point of beginning.

A =representative from CPI Supply asked if his company would be allowed to submit an alternate bid, using a bridge verses the specified box culvert, on Bridge 266 as their competitor had done.  The Commissioners entered into considerable discussion regarding the specifications prepared on Bridge 266.  The discussion centered on the alternate bid presented by CLR, and if a bridge would be better suited that the specified box culvert.  At the conclusion of this discussion the Commissioners determined to use the specifications and not consider an alternate solution which would require rejecting the bids on Bridge 266.
Mr. Andrews moved to award the contract for Bridge 73 to CLR and Bridge 266 to CPI, pending County Council Approval.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion .  Motion passed 3-0.  Mr. Parr asked the bidders to get the prices down in the future.

IN THE MATTER OF THE PROPOSALS FOR REPLACEMENT OF FORMER COUNTY BRIDGE 3 ON CR 200 W
Mr. Brown announced that there were two proposals (quotes) for the installation of two flat cars on CR 200W to replace former County Bridge 3.  The proposals were as follow:

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE PLAN

Mr. Brown announced that the Commissioners had agreed in their April meeting to accept unsolicited proposals regarding the County employee health insurance plan.  He asked who was present to present proposals.  Only Kathy Dunn from Dunn and Associates was present to make a proposal.
Ms. Dunn reviewed the current plan year to date and stated that the County was having a great year so far.  She offered several suggestions to modify the County’s Health Plan for the plan year 2006-2007.  The suggestions were as follow:

Medical pay on vehicle insurance.  Suggested requiring employees carry medical pay on their personal vehicle insurance.  Mr. Andrews suggested a $3,000 minimum.
Changing the waiting period to match employee handbook.

Drugs.  Lower the employee co-pay on generic drugs from $10 to $5 to further enhance use of generics.

Major health.  Increase to $10,000 annually

Hospice.  Increase to $10,000

Extended home health care.  Increase to $15,000 annually.

Organ transplant.  Lower to $300,000, a level where foundations typically take over.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the 13/12 proposal from Dunn and Associates with the accepted amendments.  Mr. Parr Seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
Mr. Parr moved to accept amendment 1, contracting Dunn and Associates as the County’s Third Party Administrator for a period of three years.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
