Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the May 30, 2006 Regular Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 5:00 PM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown and  Commissioner David Parr.  Commissioner Daryl Andrews was absent.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Mr. Brown announced that the Regular June Commissioner’s meeting had been moved to this date and time to accommodate Commissioner Andrews’ schedule, however he was absent.
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS

MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT ON THE COUNTY POSTAGE METER


President Brown presented the renewal of the maintenance agreement for the County postage meter. 
Mr. Dierdorf explained that almost all postage in the building was processed through the machine.


Mr. Parr moved to accept the agreement in the amount of $375.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  
Motion passed 2-0.


PARKING LOT AT THE NEW JAIL


Mr. Brown opened the discussion on the parking lot which the Commissioners had questioned the 
finish in the past few months.  Mr. Somheil read a letter from Wabash Valley Asphalt discussing the 
remedy suggested by their company.  Mr. Brown mentioned that he had instructed Mr. Pete Foster, 
County Highway Superintendent, contact asphalt experts to examine the lot and express their 
opinion.  Mr. Brown reported that their opinion was that the surface of the lot needed to be resurfaced 
in whole.  

Mr. Parr asked who was responsible for the lot, Hanig Construction or Wabash Valley Asphalt.  Mr. 
Somheil stated that Hanig would be ultimately responsible as the General Contractor.  Mr. Brown 
asked Mr. Somheil who needed to contact Hanig; Mr. Brown or Mr. Somheil.  Mr. Somheil answered 
that he felt Mr. Brown should contact Hanig.

Mr. Somheil commented on the study performed by Patriot Engineering on the lot.  He stated that the 
County was to have been the client for the study, not Hanig Construction.  He offered that Hanig had 
agreed to that condition but Patriot had listed Hanig as the client.  He felt that the County needed their 
own study.


Mr. Parr moved to contact Mr. Troy Biddle of Hanig Construction as soon as possible and that the 
Commissioners procure their own study of the parking lot.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion 
passed 2-0.


WHITE ROCK ROAD SPEED ORDINANCE


Mr. Brown and Mr. Parr expressed concern regarding the speed of vehicles traversing White Rock 
Road between SR 59 and Waterworks Road.  Mr. Parr stated that he had checked the maps and 
thought part of the road may be within the city.

Mr. Brown asked Mr. Somheil how to proceed.  Mr. Somheil stated that he could exempt out the 
portions of the Brazil street from the ordinance.  Mr. Parr suggested contacting the Mayor to inform 
him of the County’s desire to set a new speed limit.  Mr. Brown agreed to attend the next City Council 
meeting to explain the situation and intent of the County.


EXPANSION OF THE BRAZIL URBAN AREA DEFINITION


Mr. Brown stated that he had received a letter from INDOT proposing to expand the “urban area” of 
Brazil from Harmony to one section past Staunton road.  Mr. Parr inquired about what might be 
affected by this action.  Mr. Brown answered possibly the speed limits and could not imagine what 
else.  Mr. Parr asked what action was needed.  Mr. Brown answered that probably nothing, as the 
State seemed to be preceding with the action.
IN THE MATTER OF THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE ON NEGLECTED PROPERTIES IN THE COUNTY

Mr. Brown stated that the Commissioners had been working on the proposed ordinance for some time and asked Mr. Somheil what needed to be done to complete the process.  Mr. Somheil stated that he felt the proposed ordinance needed to be “tweaked”.   Mr. Brown stated that he felt the County had a responsibility to do something to protect property owners from irresponsible owners.  Mr. Somheil hoped to have something ready for the next Commissioner’s meeting. 
IN THE MATTER OF THE SHERIFF’S TORT CLAIM SETTLEMENT

Mr. Parr stated that he needed to discuss the situation with Sheriff Heaton.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Mr. Brian Husband appeared and reported that everything should be in by September regarding the 2005 grant.  He also reported that they were working to provide 800 MHz radios to police officers.  Those officers included in the 22 radios being procured were Sheriff’s deputies, Brazil City officers and Clay City officers.  Mr. Parr suggested that town marshals be included before the reserve deputies.  Mr. Parr contended that the town marshals not having the new frequency could cause a dangerous situation.
Mr. Husband also commented that the paperwork for reimbursement of the Director’s salary had been submitted, but Auditor Dierdorf could not verify if the funds had yet been received.

Mr. Husband also commented on the new regulations to qualify NIMS funding involving a test for local officials.  The AEDs were approaching the need to update the systems.
IN THE MATTER OF PROPOSALS FOR TRENDING SERVICES

Mr. Brown instructed Mr. Somheil to open the proposals for the trending services requested by the Assessor’s Office.  Mr. Somheil stated that three proposals had been received by the stated cut off time.  Those proposals were from:

Mr. Royer asked to be allowed to study the proposals.  Mr. Parr asked Mr. Royer if any other Counties had utilized the services of any of the companies proposing their services.  Mr. Royer answered that he did not know.  Mr. Brown asked how long did we have to decide.  Mr. Royer stated that he wanted the project completed by December 31, 2006.
Mr. Parr moved to table the issue.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RURAL TRANSIT AND C.A.R.S.
Mr. John Bonomo appeared seeking to have the Commissioners sign a statement of intention to provide service to the County.  He explained that to proceed with the grant application, the Commissioners needed sign the proposed instrument.  Mr. Parr explained that the Executive could not approve the expenditure for the program in 2007, citing that the County Council held that authority.  Mr. Bonomo responded that his goal was for the Commissioners to sign the intent statement so that the process could continue to be possible and be evaluated further.  If the letter of intent was not signed, the process could not continue.
County citizen Mr. Joe Wilson appeared and stated that he felt the program would be a duplication of current efforts provided through the Brazil Senior Center.  After discussion with Mr. Bonomo, Mr. Wilson seemed to agree that the proposed service might address some areas that the current service did not.

To allow for future evaluation of the program, Mr. Parr moved to sign the letter of intent.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY’S COST ALLOCATION PLAN

Mr. Charles Malinowski appeared to explain his proposal to provide services to the County.  He stated that he had worked for the County’s current service provider for over 20 years and had personally conducted the County’s work for the past several years.
Mr. Parr moved to accept the offer with Malinowski for a period of three years at an annual cost of $3,240 per year.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE ATM PROPOSAL

Mr. Brown asked Mr. Dierdorf if there had been any contact from Riddell National Bank regarding the placement of an ATM machine in the County Court House.  Mr. Dierdorf answered that there had been none recently.
Mr. Parr moved to table the issue.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COMMISSIONER’S REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETINGS

Mr. Parr moved to return to the regular dates and times for the Regular Monthly Commissioners Meetings, being the first Monday of the month at 9:00 A.M., starting with the July 2006 meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Parr moved to adjourn.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
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
