Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the July 21, 2006 Special Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Jeff Fritz , Robert Hostetler, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Commissioner Brown stated that the purpose of the meeting was to act on the Bridge Inspection contract and address the parking lot at the new jail.  

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY BRIDGE INSPECTION CONTRACT
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the contract from Farrar, Garvey.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0.
The Commissioners signed the contract.

IN THE MATTER OF THE NEW JAIL PARKING LOT

Mr. Brown stated that he had met with Jim Burdick of Wabash Valley Asphalt.  Mr. Burdick had proposed to mill the sally port approaches and re-do them, seal the entire lot and re-stripe the lot, and come back in three years and re-seal the lot.

Mr. Hostettler asked if the fix would solve the drainage issues?  Mr. Brown stated that there was nothing in writing from Wabash Valley.  Mr. Brown asked if a member of the Building Corporation would be willing to meet with Wabash Valley to try to solve the problem.  Mr. Hostettler suggested the architect be involved.
Mr. Fritz asked Mr. Somheil for his legal opinion.  Mr. Somheil stated that it was probably an ascetic issue, but the condition of the parking lot was not what was expected.  Mr. Brown asked if he could get something in writing, could the Building Corporation meet as County Business in the Commissioner’s meeting on August 7, 2006?  Mr. Andrews suggested that the framework might be as good as expected to keep the County out of court.  Mr. Hostettler suggested that the warranty section of any agreement should be as tight as possible for the future.
