COUNTY OF CLAY)

Commissioner’s President called the September 5, 2006 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, and Commissioner Charlie Brown, and Commissioner David Parr.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County, who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

N THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Brown asked if there were any corrections or additions to the minutes from the August,2006 regular meeting.  Hearing none he stated he would entertain a motion for approval.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the August, 2006 minutes as presented.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS

APPOINTMENT TO THE RC&D BOARD

Mr. stated that he had talked to Robert Mayrose and Mr. Mayrose wished to be replaced on the RC& D Board of Directors.  Mr. Mayrose had suggested the name of Kenny Barr.

Mr. Parr moved to appoint Kenny Barr to replace Robert Mayrose.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

BRILEY CREEK

Daryl Andrews stated that he would talk to the County Surveyor and learn if he had talked to the Shidler family.  Mr. Andrews stated that he would have an answer by the end of the month.

BRIDGE ON CR 1350 7 CR 200 W

Mr. Brown stated that there were two quotes for the project.  Mr. Brown opened the quotes to install the flatcars.  The quotes were as follow:

Mr. Brown stated that the quotes were virtually the same amount.

Mr. Parr moved to allow BLS Contractors to install the flat cars for a quote of $30,000.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

EMS

Mr. Scott Hill appeared for Brian Husband to present a grant proposal for laptop computers from Homeland Security.  Mr. Hill stated that he had examined the proposal and recommended its passage.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept and submit the grant from the State and Homeland Security.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

CLAY COUNTY GIS COORDINATING COMMITTEE

Mr. Hill presented a proposal to create a GIS Coordinating Committee for the County.  The proposal contained a list of members as well as their purpose, function, and authority.  The group would serve under the auspices of the Board of Commissioners.
Mr. Andrews moved to establish the GIS Committee and to adopt the structure contained in the proposal.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY FOR COMPUTERS

Mr. Hill presented a draft proposal for a Clay County acceptable use policy for the use of computers and the internet service.  Mr. Hill explained that the proposal was similar to the policy in use in the school system.  Mr. Brown suggested taking the policy under advisement  Mr. Andrews asked what happened if the system was used improperly at the current time?  Mr. Hill answered that no policy currently existed.
CLAY COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY

Mr. Bill Bell appeared to discuss a leash law and an ordinance to control same.  Mr. Bell promised to have a proposal by year end.  He also stated that their new manager was doing well and the Society was also doing well.

EMPLOYEE POLICY REVIEW

Mr. Dierdorf introduced Deputy Auditor Jennifer Flater to provide examples of HR problems she had encountered to the Board.  Mr. Dierdorf suggested having a professional firm review the County policy, which was under the Commissioner’s authority, and help determine what was needed to provide the benefits the County desired, while meeting the “letter of the law”.  Mr. Dierdorf also stated that he had an estimate from Waggoner, Irwin, Scheele and Associates, Inc. of $1,000 to conduct the review.  Auditor Dierdorf offered to pay the cost from his Auditor’s budget.
Mr. Andrews moved to allow the Auditor to proceed with the review.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

NEW JAIL PARKING LOT
Mr. Brown presented a counter offer from Wabash Valley Asphalt concerning the parking lot at the new jail.  Wabash Valley had asked that the condition of re-sealing the lot in three years be removed.  All of the other conditions proposed by the county were acceptable.  Building Corporation member Tim Stearley asked if the lot would be re-sealed on time.  Mr. Somheil answered yes.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the counter offer from Wabash Valley Asphalt.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

THE NEW JAIL

Hanig Construction had asked for a quote for the coils in the main booking area.  Condensation from the coils was ruining the ceiling in that area.  Mr. Andrews stated that if it was a design issue, then it was a issue for the architect.  Mr. Parr commented that it was probably a design flaw.  Mr. Parr suggested that SchenkelShultz repair the condition at their cost.

The sewage system at the new jail kept plugging.  Mr. Andrews stated that it had been recommended that the County delete the grinder pump for the system during the construction process.  Auditor Dierdorf agreed with Mr. Andrews.  It was also stated that the system had been plumbed for the grinder.  The Commissioners decided to explore the cost of the grinder, it it became necessary to add the pump.
IN THE MATTER OF SALINE CITY

Mr. Andrews stated that he had been contacted by three separate citizens from Saline City regarding a proposed junkyard near the town.  Commissioner Andrews stated that a similar business had attempted to set up a junkyard in Clay City, but the town had passed an ordinance to prevent the entity.  Mr. Parr suggested that the business would have to have a license from the State.
Mr. Brown asked Mr. Somheil if an ordinance passed by the Commissioners earlier would cover the situation.  Mr. Somheil said he would have to review the ordinance.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS

Mr. John Tabasco appeared and informed the Commissioners that the State grant for their department had been accepted .  He also offered that they were once again in good standing with the State.  He stated that he was seeking permission to fund the construction of two offices in the basement to allow their office to expand.  The Community Corrections Board had approved the funding.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the proposal from Freeburg to construct the office space and pay ½ of the cost up front.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH

Mr. Andrews updated the Commissioners on the status of the Clay City License Branch.  He stated that he had talked with the Commissioner of the BMV and they had offered a one year extension to the original one year agreement.  The branch was meeting budget expectations, but a problem had been the timely transfer of the transaction fees back to the County.  Mr. Dierdorf agreed with the funding transfer problem.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Parr moved to adjourn.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
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
