A motion to suspend the rules of order was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A motion to pass ordinance 13-2007 was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown has been approached by the VFW requesting the Commissioners give them the car which was used by the Veterans Service Office to transport Veterans to their appointments.  The car is being retired, due to the gift of a handicap accessible van from the Leonard Buell estate.

Eric Somheil indicated the County could have some liability if a County Employee (Les Walden, Veteran Service Officer) drove the car after it had been donated to the VFW.  He will check with Gasway Insurance to ascertain the exposure to the county.
Attorney Somheil reported that the VFW will need proof of insurance.

A motion to give the care to the VFW pending proof of insurance was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown then reported the receipt of information from the census bureau, requesting training and assistance to the County, to plan and execute accurate information for the next census.

A motion was made by Paul Sinders to name 911 Coordinator John Turner as the County representative with the census bureau.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Brian Husband, Emergency Management Director furnished the Commissioners with information on the Continuity of Operations (COOP) Awareness Course to be offered locally to all elected officials.
Danny Grissom of the Wabash Independent Living and Learning Center, Inc. introduced himself to the Commissioners.  His agency offers assistance to any citizens with handicaps to promote independent living.
Mr. Lewis Heller of Poland appeared before the Commissioners regarding trees which had been damaged during the straight line winds in 2004.  He would like for the Commissioners to take care of these trees.

Charlie Brown offered to contact the Park & Recreation Board to try to work something out.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Paul Sinders reported that there were several items that will not change with the renewal for 2007.

Will not increase to the employee the deductible amount

Will not increase the office visit co-pay

Will not eliminate the well care provision

Will increase limit to $2500. per individual, and $5000 per family.

The County Employee will not be required to pay any premium for the time being, however, a per pay increase of $16.32 for children, and $31.52 for spouse will be instituted.  This is a 20% increase.  The last increase to the employees with dependent coverage was in the 2003/2004 year.

Local representative Dale Loughmiller informed the Commissioners that a Health Fair is being planned for county employees in the immediate future.  There is a need to educate employees to resources available to them to improve their personal health.  He also explained that the $500 per covered employee well care pool covers physical exams, vision exams and dental cleaning and exams.

Paul Sinders made the following motion:

“I make the motion that we approve the increase in the co-insurance limitations, the increase in county health insurance premiums for children, spouse, and the family plans which will be paid by the county employees, and that we recommend to the County Council the increase in the premiums for the county employees which will be paid by the county, and all of the other changes we have before us on the summary of changes provided to us by Dunn and Associates.  That would include the new application for health insurance for the county, amendment #6 which includes some updates to the surgical and other medical benefits plan and the American National Insurance Company application for excess loss re-insurance.

I also include in this motion that the changes in all premiums for the health plan will go into effect on August 1, 2007.  This will give the county council time to receive this recommendation and act on it for an additional appropriation on behalf of the county employee, and this also will give the Auditor’s office time to get the new rates in the computer for the pay check and information out to the employees on the changes to the health plan.”

Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF LEASE AGREEMENT FOR SHERIFF SOFTWARE

Eric Somheil read the following resolution 7-2007 in it’s entirety;

Resolution 7-2007
Form of
Authorizing Resolution/Extract of Minutes

At a duly called meeting of the governing body of Clay County Commissioners, held in accordance with all applicable legal requirements, including open meeting laws, on the _2nd__ day of __July____ 2007, the following resolution was introduced and adopted:

A resolution of the Governing Body of Clay County Commissioners  authorizing the execution and delivery of a Master Equipment Lease-Purchase Agreement with National City Commercial Capital Company, LLC, as lessor, and separate Lease Schedules thereto for the acquisition, purchase, financing and leasing of certain equipment within the terms herein provided; authorizing the execution and delivery of other documents required in connection therewith; and authorizing all other actions necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.

Whereas, Clay County Commissioners (the “Lessee”), a body politic and corporate duly organized and existing as a political subdivision, municipal corporation or similar public entity of the State of Indiana is authorized by the laws of the State of Indiana to purchase, acquire and lease certain equipment and other property for the benefit of the Lessee and its inhabitants and to enter into contracts with respect thereto; and

Whereas, the governing body of the Lessee (the “Board”) has determined that a true and very real need exists for the acquisition, purchase and financing of certain property consisting of Computer Software and Hardware for Jail (collectively, the “Equipment”) on the terms herein provided; and 

Whereas, in order to acquire such Equipment, the Lessee proposes to enter into that certain Master Equipment Lease-Purchase Agreement (the “Master Lease”) with National City Commercial Capital Company, LLC, as lessor (the “Lessor”), substantially in the proposed form presented to the Board at this meeting, and separate Lease Schedules thereto substantially in the form attached to the Master Lease; and 

Whereas, the Board deems it for the benefit of the Lessee and the efficient and effective administration thereof to enter into the Master Lease and the separate Lease Schedules relating thereto from time to time as provided in the Master Lease for the purchase, acquisition, financing and leasing of the Equipment to be therein more specifically described on the terms and conditions provided therein and herein;

Now, Therefore, Be It and It Is Herby Resolved by the Governing Body of the Lessee as Follows:


Section 1.
It is hereby found and determined that the terms of the Master Lease (including the form of Lease Schedule and Payment Schedule attached thereto), in the form presented to this meeting, are in the best interests of the Lessee for the acquisition, purchase, financing and leasing of the Equipment.


Section 2.
The form, terms and provisions of the Master Lease (including the form of Lease Schedule and Payment Schedule attached thereto) are hereby approved in the forms presented at this meeting, with such insertions, omissions and changes as shall be approved by the Clay County Commissioners of the Lessee (the “Authorized Officers”) executing the same, the execution of such documents being conclusive evidence of such approval.  The Authorized Officers of the Lessee are each hereby authorized and directed to sign and deliver the Master Lease, each Lease Schedule thereto, each Payment Schedule relating thereto and any related exhibits attached thereto if and when required; provided, however, that, without further authorization from the governing body of the Lessee, (a) the aggregate principal component of Rent Payments under all Leases entered into pursuant to the Master Lease shall not exceed $140,263.49; (b) the maximum term under any Lease entered into pursuant to the Master Lease shall not exceed 3 years; and (c) the maximum interest rate used to determine the interest component of Rent Payments under each Lease shall not exceed the lesser of the maximum rate permitted by law or ten percent (10%) per annum.  The Authorized Officers may sign and deliver Leases to the Lessor on behalf of the Lessee pursuant to the Master Lease on such terms and conditions as they shall determine are in the best interests of the Lessee up to the maximum aggregate principal component, maximum term and maximum interest rate provided above.  The foregoing authorization shall remain in effect for a period of two years from the date hereof during which the Authorized Officers are authorized to sign and deliver Leases pursuant to the Master Lease on the terms and conditions herein provided and to be provided in each such Lease.


Section 3.
The Authorized Officers and other officers and employees of the Lessee shall take all action necessary or reasonably required to carry out, give effect to and consummate the transactions contemplated by the Master Lease and each Lease Schedule (including, but not limited to, the execution and delivery of the certificates contemplated therein, including appropriate arbitrage certifications) and to take all action necessary in conformity therewith, including, without limitation, the execution and delivery of any closing and other documents required to be delivered in connection with the Master Lease and each Lease Schedule.


Section 4.
If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution shall for any reason be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this Resolution.


Section 5.
Effective Date.  This Resolution shall be effective immediately upon its approval and adoption.

The undersigned further certifies that the above Resolution has not been repealed or amended and remains in full force and effect and further certifies that the Master Lease (including the form of Lease Schedule and Payment Schedule attached thereto) are the same as presented at said meeting of the governing body of Lessee, excepting only such changes, insertions and omissions as shall have been approved by the officers who executed the same.

Eric Somheil presented the revised conservation easement which will need to be signed by the Shidlers.  Upon receipt of their signature, the Commissioners will need to sign and acceptance agreement.

A motion to approve acceptance agreement, pending signature of revised conservation easement by the Shidlers was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown expressed his desire to have Sanitarian Bill Hale appear before the Commissioners at their August meeting, and begin making plans to enforce ordinance 13-2006 regarding unsafe and condemned structures.
Paul Sinders would also like a public explanation of the recent small claims filings on behalf of the Commissioners.  Eric Somheil will get a written explanation from the attorney who is acting on behalf of the County, and Mary Brown will be ask to appear at the August meeting.
