Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the March 19, 2007, Special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 a.m. Those present included Commissioner Paul Sinders and Commissioner Charlie Brown. Commissioner David Parr was absent.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Commissioners, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made record of the following proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY CELL PHONES
Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioner’s with a flyer from Cingular detailing cost for various plans.  All County plans would receive 15% of the plan price.
Mary Jo stated she would like to see each office acquire the plan which suits their needs and have the Commissioner’s approve their contracts individually.

Paul Sinders stated he would also like to see each office make arrangements to have the plan which suited them.

Charlie Brown indicated that he would like to see the offices be able to choose their own phone carrier, not necessarily Cingular.

Paul Sinders further stated, that all offices need to be sure the price of the plan they choose does not exceed the amount presently being paid.

The Commissioners then discussed terminating their agreement with Cingular at a future date.  They will contact each individual presently under this plan to get their own plan.  Bills will be received by each office to be reviewed and then submitted to the Auditor for payment monthly.
A motion to terminate the present agreement with Cingular on April 6, 2007, and have all new contracts for cell phones ready for Commissioners signature on April 2, 2007, made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CERTIFIED IT
Commissioner’s Attorney Eric Somheil presented a Services Agreement with Certified I.T., LLC for collection of taxes over the internet, and by telephone using credit cards.
Paul Sinders asked if Visa, Master Card, and Discover would all be accepted?  

A phone call to Certified IT verified that all three cards could be used.

A motion to accept the Services Agreement beginning on 3/31/2007 and expiring on 3/31/2008, using Visa Master Card, and Discover, made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE 220

 Charlie Brown had in his possession two quotes for the installation of a flat car to replace Bridge 220.  Eric Somheil informed the Commissioners that due to IC and public works project that exceeded in total $50,000.00 must be bid.  Projects which totaled less than $50,000.00, would need have quotes requested from at least three sources.
Per Attorney Somheil, the Commissioners will need to develop plans and specification detailing the project, these must be on file in the Auditor’s Office for public inspection, when the invitation to submit quotes is made.

Commissioner’s Charlie Brown, and Paul Sinders will meet with Highway Superintendent Pete Foster to prepare written plans for the replacement of Bridge 220.  Quotes will be opened at 10:00 a.m. on April 2, 2007.
