Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the May 7, 2007 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America, followed by prayer by Paul Sinders.  Those present included Commissioner Paul Sinders, Commissioner Charlie Brown, and Commissioner Jack Withers.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 2, 2007, regular meeting, as well as the April 5, 2007, special meeting.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF CELL PHONES

Commissioner Paul Sinders reported that Cingular has proposed the following:

Currently, we are on a 4500 minute plan, and we are going over our minutes.  We should increase to a 7500 minute plan with unlimited nights and weekends, and mobile to mobile minutes.  This Western States Contracting Alliance plan is $415. for the first line plus $10. for every other line, so with 12 phones it would be $415 – 20% discount = $332 + $110 for the additional lines + $452.  Plus this plan allows us to go to 15 people max on the plan.  Since this is a government account there would be only and agreement, we would not be required to sign a contract.  New phones will be available free of charge from the free phones on the website.

Paul Sinders made a motion to accept this plan effective immediately, seconded by Jack Withers.  3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT WITH WTH

The contract with WTH for realignment of 2005 GIS photography was presented to the Commissioners.  WTH will touch each parcel and work with the Auditor’s office to correct parcel identification.  Ultimately this will replace the paper plats, now kept in the Auditor’s office.
A motion to accept made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  3 ayes
IN THE MATTER OF COMPUTER SOFTWARE FOR SHERIFF DEPARTMENT
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with the request to declare a need is present to fund purchase of software and hardware from Cumulative Capital Development Funds.

Sheriff Heaton reported to the Commissioners the need to replace the current software for a maximum cost of $149,000.00.  He proposes to go through the Indiana Bond Bank, using the HELP (Hoosier Equipment Lease Program), therefore, committing less money per year from the Cumulative Capital Development Fund.
Jack Withers ask if an emergency exists?  Sheriff Heaton responded that they are beginning to lose vital information.  The software dates back to 1997, and is no longer supported by the vendor.

Charlie Brown made a motion to allow Mike Heaton to appear before the Council, advising them a need for this software replacement does exist.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  3 ayes
IN THE MATTER OF JAIL ISSUES
Charlie Brown expressed his concern over small repairs and corrections that need to be made to the original work at the jail.  Subcontractors need to be notified of their low quality work, and corrections need to be made.

Paul Sinders recommended that Charlie and Eric contact these companies, and take whatever steps necessary to make sure the work gets done.
Charlie then expressed his interest in salvaging the steel and copper from the old jail, without tearing down the building.  Can this material be removed without tearing down the building?
Eric Somheil responded there will need to be quotes given by vendors, and will need to identify the terms of removal.

IN THE MATTER OF LOAD LIMITS ON COUNTY ROADS
Attorney Somheil has prepared a load limit ordinance for CR 50E, however, the statute excludes buses and garbage trucks from load limits.  It does not exclude semis.  
Sheriff Heaton cautioned the Commissioners that they would need a state motor carrier to weight any trucks to verify violation.

Eric and Jack both suggested approaching Waste Management about posting a road bond.
Charlie Brown will set up a meeting with the disposal company and ask them to appear before the Commissioners at the next meeting to try to resolve this problem.

Charlie Brown also expressed his interest in establishing a load limit on all county roads, however, the County does not have the equipment to enforce a County wide load limit.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 8-2007

Eric Somheil read the following in its entirety:
