Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the May 22, 2007 Special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners and Clay County Council to order at 7:00 PM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America, followed by prayer by Paul Sinders.  Those present included Commissioner Paul Sinders, Commissioner Charlie Brown, and Commissioner Jack Withers, Council members Mike McCullough, Warren Stevenson, Mark Dierdorf, Delores Johnson, Rita Rothrock, and Steve Withers.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, Sheriff Mike Heaton, and Donna Hoskins, Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF JAIL ISSUES
Charlie Brown started meeting by thanking everyone and stated that there was a lot to discuss about the jail.  
The generator at the jail will be in violation with the State Fire Marshall as far as inspection.  Charlie Brown has paper work from a company names McCallisters, that needs reviewed on this matter.

Sheriff Heaton addressed the members on the maintenance and upkeep of the appliances at the jail.  Sheriff Heaton has no paperwork on the warranties of anything in the jail.  When at all possible, Mike tries to get local businesses or persons for repair work, but not always able to.  One of the freezers went out and needed repaired before the food thawed out. Someone from Indianapolis had to come down.
Sheriff Heaton briefly touched on a few of the other problems the jail faces  The Security System is in need of updating, which the Commissioners and Council know about, video cameras have been down and at the repair shop for almost a year, (July 2006), the cost and replacement of light bulbs for inside and outside.   
Several in attendance mentioned trying to use Duke Energy or the Brazil Fire Department for the parking lot lights.
Charlie Brown addressed what would be the best way to maintain the jail.  As of now, Mr. Wayne Knox is in charge of both the Courthouse and Jail.  Mr. Knox is being called out at all hours for something at the Jail. 
Charlie Brown asked everyone to be thinking of would be best for the County.  Do we have Mr. Knox sent to training for repair of things at the Jail, or do you hire two (2) separate maintenance persons.  If so, what qualifications would be needed for jail maintenance?  How much would this cost the County?  

The Commissioners and Council would like to know approximately how much money the jail has generated by keeping other inmates.

Mike McCullough asked that everyone keep all this in mind and that he would like to have a work session before the budget hearings.

IN THE MATTER OF COMPUTER SOFTWARE FOR SHERIFF DEPARTMENT

Sheriff Heaton asked that a lease agreement be signed for the new software for the jail contingent upon the financing, but Eric Somheil said that after review that there were a couple problems with the agreement that need to be taken care of.  Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the signing upon Eric’s approval, Jack Withers 2nd the motion.
Paul Sinders made a motion to adjourn, Jack Withers 2nd.
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
