Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the October 1, 2007 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America, followed by prayer by Paul Sinders.  Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner Paul Sinders, and Commissioner Jack Withers.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Nancy R Coleman, First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS
A motion was made to approve the minutes from the regular September 4 and special September 21, 2007 meetings by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3ayes.
E-911 director, John Turner, presented the Commissioners with an amendment to the Verizon Contract that included a $.20 reduction. Attorney Eric Somheil read the amendment and the Commissioners signed it.

Charlie Brown said that the Commissioners had received one complaint under new Ordinance 17-2007 concerning trash and detrimental conditions in the County. He said the property is in the Asherville area, and that he had done an onsite investigation, Eric Somheil will review the procedures under the ordinance and inform the Commissioners of the next step.
Richard L. Baker and Don McAuliff appeared before the Commissioners with concerns regarding Ordinance 17-2007. Mr. Baker said they were questioning the legality of the Ordinance if it is not addressed by the Court system. Mr. Baker said he objects to Ordinance 17-2007 as it is written. Commissioner Withers responded that the ordinance may need amended. Attorney Somheil explained hoe the ordinance currently works, and said that any fines would have to go through the Court. Much discussion followed, and the Commissioners thanked Mr. Baker and Mr. McAulliff for coming to the meeting and voicing their concern.
Emergency Management Director Brian Husband appeared before the Commissioners and gave the Economic Development Mitigation Plan update. He also said that the Security testing is an ongoing project performed by himself and Scott Hill. Mr. Husband also talked about the eight County Map system. He said WTH Engineering would be here October 23, 2007, to start installation, and that E-911 funds would be used to pay for it.
Commissioner Brown said there has been no response in regards to the County leasing the old Jail building to a not for profit, or other government entity. He said that fulfills their obligation to the County Council in their request that a decision be made concerning the old Jail. Bill Kirchner asked if it could be used to house juvenile offenders, and suggested the Commissioners investigate what other counties have done. Charlie Brown responded that the cost would be too high to bring the building up to State standards. Sheriff Heaton said the cost would be at least $350,000.00 with other costs to be considered.
IN THE MATTER OF THE SHERIFF REPLACEMENT VEHICLE
Sheriff Mike Heaton said that he needed the Commissioners approval to add the two new Sheriff’s vehicles for 2008 to the County Insurance policy. He said it would take approximately ten weeks to get the vehicles after he orders them. He also needs to add a seized vehicle to the Insurance. Paul Sinders made a motion to add the vehicles the sheriff requested to the insurance when necessary, seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CUMULATIVE BRIDGE
Charlie Brown expressed the need for quotes for the upcoming Cumulative Bridge projects, pending approval by Council of the Additional Appropriation request. The Commissioners then decided to hold a Special meeting on October 17, 2007 at 10:00 a.m., for the purpose of opening and accepting quotes for five bridges using Flat Cars & Tank Cars. 
IN THE MATTER OF THE SALE OF COUNTY PROPERTY
Attorney began the Sale of County Property by explaining both the terms, and the locations, of each sale as described in the legal advertisement. He said the highest bid would receive a Quit Claim Deed to the property after all terms were met. He also stated that each bid would be in $100.00 increments, and that a $200.00 Buyers Premium would be added to the highest bid.  Only cash, cashier’s check, or certified funds would be accepted. The first property to be sold had to be paid in full by the end of the business day, and was as follows;
