Paul Sinders commented that the prices quoted were lower than he anticipated, and ask if one of the quotes could be awarded today, subject to approval by Highway Supervisor Pete Foster, and attorney Somheil?

A motion to award BLS Contractors the installation of 80’ flatcar to bridge 227, for $44,400.00, subject to approval by Pete Foster, and Eric Somheil, was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BRILEY DITCH EASEMENT
Attorney Eric Somhiel presented the Commissioners with a Revised Conservation Easement.  The property has been surveyed by County Surveyor, John Keller.  The easement has been reduced to 6.37 acres, and has been approved by the Shidler’s.  
A motion to approve and accept the Revised Conservation Easement, as submitted was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH FAIR
Colleen of Dunn and Associates, and Dale Loughmiller appeared before the Commissioners with information about the upcoming Employee Health Fair.  The health fair had previously been set for October 10, 2007, but due to excessive quotes for testing.  St Vincent Clay Hospital wants $41.00 to do only HDL.  A more reasonable quote of $35.00, from other medical facilities covers not only HDL, but also, Blood Pressure, BMI and Glucose.
Colleen wanted to know if the Commissioners would assist in negotiating the price for the blood test, and do the costs need to be born by the employee, or could the cost be taken from the trust?

Curves, Scuba World, and the YMCA would be wiling to furnish booths, and the Cancer Society will offer free CBC cancer screenings.  This test reveals pre-cancerous cells.

Jennifer Flater suggested that employees not covered by the County Health Insurance also be offered the screenings either free, or at a reduced cost to promote good will and health among all employees.

Paul Sinders stated he would like to see more preventative measures to avoid future health care costs.

Paul will also contact Clay St Vincent Administrator Jerry Laue, and attempt to negotiate a more reasonable cost for the blood tests.  Jennifer Flater will be the contact with Dunn and Associates.  The Health Fair will take place in the Courthouse Rotunda.  Several other businesses will be contacted, to see if they are interested in setting up booths.

A date for the Health Fair will be set at the November 5, 2007, regular meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF BRAZIL TOWNSHIP POOR RELIEF LOAN REQUEST
Marcia Tozer, Brazil Township Trustee, and Toney Smiley, Brazil Township Advisory Board President appeared before the Commissioners with a request for a loan to Brazil Township Poor Assistance Fund.  Indiana Code requires the Township Trustee to provide insulin to any patient unable to pay as certified by a physician.  
The loan will be paid back within one year, and will be funded through a levy on the 2008 tax collection.

A motion to allow a loan of $20,000.00 to the Brazil Township Poor Assistance from the County Reassessment Fund to be paid back in one year, was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
