Commissioner President Charlie Brown called the August 7, 2008 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 11:30 a.m.  The purpose of the meeting was action on a county employee matter. Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Paul Sinders, and Jack Withers, Highway Superintendent Pete Foster, Commissioners’ Attorney Eric D. Somheil, Brandon L. Riggle, & Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF ACTION ON COUNTY EMPLOYEE

Attorney Eric Somheil read aloud his recommendation as follows;

As a result of criminal charges still pending against Brandon Riggle in cause number 11C01-0805-CM-00158, and pursuant to Section 6.5 of the Personnel Policy Handbook for the Employees of Clay County, Indiana, Brandon Riggle shall remain suspended from employment with the Clay County Highway Department until such criminal matter is resolved and for at least ten days thereafter, or as otherwise determined by the Commissioners. Brandon Riggle shall have the responsibility to provide Eric D. Somheil with a copy of the Court Order showing that the criminal matter is resolved, and the ten day additional days of suspension shall start on the date of delivery of such Court Order. The County will continue to pay his health insurance through the month of September 30, 2008, and if the suspension continues beyond that time, Brandon Riggle shall have the option of paying his insurance through COBRA.

Mr. Somheil said that a hearing to reinstate Mr. Riggle, or a final determination on employment, should be held within the ten days of suspension.

Charlie Brown made a motion to accept Attorney Eric Somheil’s recommendation, seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Brandon Riggle was asked by Charlie Brown if he understood the requirements set by the Commissioners. Mr. Riggle said, yes, he understood.
The Commissioners encouraged Brandon Riggle to get this resolved in Court.

Eric Somheil reminded Brandon Riggle that it would be his responsibility to get the Court Order to Eric within the above described time frame.

Motion to adjourn made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
