                           Commissioner President Charlie Brown called the October 27, 2008 Special Meeting of the Clay County                                          

Commissioners to order at 10:30 a.m.  The purpose of the meeting was to adopt the Pre-Disaster Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan for Clay County, Indiana.
Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown and Commissioner Paul Sinders, and Commissioner Jack Withers, and Attorney Eric Somheil.   First Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE PRE-DISASTER MULTI-HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband explained that the Hazard Mitigation Plan was to prepare for future disasters. The plan is to help protect the public and infrastructure of the County, and will make grant money available through the State should there be a disaster.
Terry Jones, of West Central Indiana Economic Development District, explained some of the language contained in the Mitigation Plan, and was available to answer any questions. Mr. Jones said that the cities and towns, in Clay County, would also have to adopt this plan. They would be under the County umbrella for the plan, but would be responsible for applying for their own grants.
Commissioners Paul Sinders asked if the grants associated with the Mitigation Plan would require matching funds.

Mr. Jones said that any grants resulting from the Plan would need at least 25% matching funds. He said the requirements could be as low as 10% matching funds if a financial need was shown. He also stated that the County Emergency Management Agency would be responsible for managing the Plan.
EMA Director Bryan Husband presented a Resolution adopting the Mitigation Plan to Attorney Eric Somheil.
