IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 3, 2008 Regular Meeting, the November 20, 2008 Special Meeting, and the November 20, 2008 Special Joint Meeting. Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the executive to report the approval of a $4,200.00 grant for the purchase of equipment for 800 mghz radios.  The equipment will be for the Clay County Sheriff Department, who will fund the $200.00 match cost.

Bryan has been contacted by a property owner who would like to participate in the Indiana Department of Homeland Security buyout program.  He has been in communication with the Homeland Security Agency, and the County must agree to participate in this program, and bear 25% of the cost of the buyout, as well as comply with other requirements concerning maintenance of the property.  

No action was taken on this matter.

Bryan also reported that he is looking into funding for Courthouse Security.  This is a concern, not only in Clay County, but throughout his district.

IN THE MATTER OF ROAD BOND FOR CR 1400S FOR JARVIS COAL

Denny Jarvis of Jarvis Coal appeared before the Commissioners requesting a bond on ¾ mile of CR 1400S, to haul coal.  They plan to open their operation January of 2009.  The operation is planned for two years or less.

Paul Sinders stated that it is the responsibility of the Coal Company to keep the road up during usage, but would like to explore the possibility of the County Highway doing the road maintenance, and billing the company for the cost.  This could eliminate concerns for the local citizens.

Charlie Brown expressed his concern over the area of usage, and was assured that no County Bridges would be crossed.

Eric Somheil will draw up an agreement with Jarvis for the maintenance of the road.

A motion to approve the request for road bond for $75,000.00 for ¾ mile was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
