Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the December 23, 2008 Special Meeting for the purpose of acting on information from the preceding Executive Session, of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:30 AM.   Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN CLAY COUNTY COMMISSIONER AND BRANDON RIGGLE
Attorney Eric Somheil introduced a prepared agreement between the Clay County Commissioner and Brandon Riggle.  This document, upon its approval by both parties, will be placed in Mr. Riggle’s personnel file, and not for public record.  Mr. Somheil asked if the Commissioner’s want to simply accept the contract, assuming it is accepted by Mr. Riggle’s attorney.
Charlie Brown stated that he wanted the situation resolved at this meeting, in order to reinstate Mr. Riggle by January 2, 2009.  If Mr. Riggle’s attorney must review the document, then it cannot be done today and will need to be signed at a regular meeting.

Paul Sinders also stated that he wanted the matter resolved today.

Jack Withers told Mr. Riggle that at any other job than this, and he would have been fired.  He is tired of fooling with this situation.

Paul Sinders stated that the Commissioners have two choices:

1. Do nothing today

2. Have Brandon’s attorney review the agreement and approve at a regular meeting.

Eric Somheil then said there is a third choice.
3. Take no action, and then Mr. Riggle is no longer an employee

Mr. Riggle them stated that his attorney will review the agreement as soon as he leaves the meeting, and will sign as soon as his attorney approves.

Mr. Riggle then asked to be excused to confer with his associate Marvin Jackson privately.  Upon his return, Mr. Riggle asked to sign the agreement.

A motion to approve the agreement was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  Two original agreements were signed by all parties

Motion to adjourn made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
