Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 7, 2008, regular meeting.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF TREASURER RESOLUTION 4-2008
The following resolution was read in it’s entirety:

RESOLUTION TO SOLICIT BIDS

FOR CERTIFICATES OF DEPOSIT

Resolution # 4-2008

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of both the government and the citizens of Clay County, Indiana, to realize the greatest possible return on invested and deposited funds; and

WHEREAS, the Indiana Board of Depositories has established a list of financial institutions located throughout the State of Indiana that are approved for the receipt of Certificates of Deposit from county and other local governments; and


WHEREAS, the County of Clay is desirous of obtaining the highest interest rates available on county funds invested in Certificates of  Deposit.


NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana that the county investment officer may solicit bids for Certificates of Deposit from any or all of the financial institutions approved by the Indiana Board of Depositories in accordance with IC 5-13-9-5, including, but not limited to, all interested financial institutions physically located within the County of Clay.

Treasurer Debbie James appeared before the Commissioners with the request to pass Resolution 4-2008, allowing her to invest County funds with banks outside Clay County, in order to receive the most lucrative interest rates.  This procedure has been approved by the State of Indiana per I.C. 5-13-9-5.
A motion to suspend the rules and pass on first reading was made by Jack and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A motion to approve Resolution 4-2008 was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ELECTRICAL IMPROVEMENT TO COURTHOUSE GROUNDS
John Day appeared before the Commissioner with a request to install outlets for electrical power on the Courthouse grounds, to be used for special events.  There will be separate meter.  The power would be turned on by Duke Energy, on when approved events were scheduled.
Charlie Brown indicated he would like a written proposal, and Paul Sinders also wants a written statement from Duke Energy regarding the cost of the meter and any potential fees attached to it.

Mr. Day said he would need approval sooner that next meeting, due to the scheduled Strawberry Festival to be held on the Courthouse lawn on June 6, 2008.  He will try to get a letter from Duke Energy this week.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the request based on the letter from Duke Energy, and approval of Commissioner’s Attorney.  The motion was seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Attorney Eric Somheil will prepare a simple contract and insurance requirements, for all entities using the Courthouse grounds.

IN THE MATTER OF CONGRESSIONAL SCHOOL FUNDS
Auditor Alumbaugh appeared before the Commissioner with the annual report of Congressional School Funds.

A motion to approve the report as submitted was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDIANACE 14-2008

The following ordinance was read in its entirety:

ORDINANCE __14__ - 2008
ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A COUNTY IMPROVEMENT FUND 

Clay County, Indiana, acting by and through the Clay County Council and the Clay County Board of Commissioners, hereby establishes a County Improvement Fund.


The funding of the County Improvement Fund shall come from the following:


1.
All proceeds, to the extent allowed by law, from the sale of real estate owned by Clay County, Indiana.


2.
All proceeds, to the extent allowed by law, received from collections on violations of Ordinance 17-2007 pertaining to Junk, Trash, Vehicles, Buildings, Weeds, and Other Detrimental Conditions for Clay County, Indiana and violations of Ordinance 13 - 2006 pertaining to Buildings with Detrimental Conditions for Clay County, Indiana, or other similar Ordinances or amendments to such Ordinances as may be established in the future. 


3.
All proceeds, to the extent allowed by law, received from collections on violations of Ordinances such as Ordinance 4 - 2008, An Ordinance Establishing the Clay County Courthouse Campus as a Nonsmoking Area and Restricting Smoking Areas in Other County Buildings, or a County Deferral Fund, or other similar Ordinances or amendments to such Ordinances as may be established in the future, but excluding any violations of County Ordinances for traffic violations. 


The purpose of the County Improvement Fund shall be for the clean-up of real estate as determined appropriate by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana.


This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon approval by both the Clay County Council and the Clay County Board of Commissioners.

A motion to approve first reading was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  The ordinance will now be sent to Council for first reading and advertised for final reading and passage at the June 2, 2008 meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE INSPECTION TITLE PAGE

Diana Federspill of Clark-Deitz appeared before the Commissioners with a request for signature of the title page of the Phase I Bridge Inspection.  

The Commissioner’s signed the title page per her request, and state requirement.
IN THE MATTER OF REPORT OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners.  He has been working with Eric Somheil on an update to the Emergency Management ordinance, and will have it ready for the June meeting.
Brian has received two applications for the District Planning Administrator.  This is a contract position, which is fully funded by a grant, and the Commissioners need to make a decision on who to enter into a contract with.  All equipment acquired through the grant will become property of Clay County, plus the County will realize $2,200. for fiscal administration of the grant.

A motion to approve the proposed Professional/Personal Services Contract was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A motion to offer contract to Melissa Buell as the District Plan Administrator, on the recommendation of Brian Husband was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Charlie Brown. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown then informed Brian that he would like to pursue some type of building security. Brian will get a copy of the security plan to the Commissioner’s by the end of the week.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COMMUNITY PARKS ASSOCIATION

Wilmadean Schepper appeared before the Commissioners with a request for the County to participate in their organizations application for a grant to install a walking track around Craig Park.  They need to complete application by the end of May, and need a letter of intent from the County, stating they will participate with equipment, and manpower to lay asphalt for the track.

Charlie Brown and Paul Sinders both indicated they would be happy to meet with her at the park to see if their equipment would fit, and be usable for this project.  Paul will draft a letter of intent upon approval by the Commissioners.

A motion to participate with equipment and draft a letter of intent was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Cathy Dunn, of Dunn & Associates appeared before the Commissioners with the annual renewal of employee health insurance, which is due July 1, 2008.  She presented three separate quotes, with her recommendation of the first quote, keeping the current carrier.  This represents a 3% increase from last year.  If the Commissioners agree, Ms. Dunn will lock in rates as of today.
Ms. Dunn also brought with her the final draft of the Summary Plan Description, for approval prior to printing, as well as a new open enrollment form information packet that can be issued to new employees.  She also presented an administrative fee contract at a locked in rate.

Ms. Dunn then went through a contribution analysis report, to familiarize the Commissioners projected costs bases on several contribution scenarios.

Paul Sinders made the following motion:  “With all of this in mind, I make the motion that we increase our premiums by 6%.  The present rate for those with dependents is $94.62 per pay.  A 6% increase is $5.68.  The new rate per pay will be $100.30.

The present rate for a spouse is $186.93 per paycheck.  A 6% increase is $11.22.  New amount will be $198.15 per pay.

For the family plan, the present deduction is $482.73 per paycheck.  6% increase is $13.85.  New amount will be $511.69 per paycheck.

The county is now contributing $230.77 per paycheck.  A 6% increase would be $13.85 or $244.62.  A part of my motion, we will round off this amount to be $245.00 per paycheck.

Also, as part of this motion, I include the approval of Alliance/American National for the Excess Carrier for our Insurance.  That is to be the 12/12 plan with the $35,000 maximum per person for coverage until the aggregate plan would kick in for us.

Also, as part of my motion, I include all of the items we discussed recently for change as part of the revisions of the plan which should be a part of the plan proposal presented to us today by Dunn & associates, and excluding, the retired Employee’s Coverage as listed on page 8 of my copy of the proposal.

Also, as a part of this motion, all of these changes in language, coverage, and premiums will be effective on July 1, 2008, subject to the Commissioners and Legal Counsel reading and reviewing the revised copy of the plan that Dunn and Associates have presented to us today.

Motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  
Paul Sinders made a motion to accept 3 year proposal for administration fees from Dunn & Associates, motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 2 ayes.  Jack Withers was absent from the room during this matter.

IN THE MATTER OF TRANCARE AMBULANCE SERVICE
Councilwoman Rita Rothrock addressed the Commissioners regarding complaints she has received from patrons of the ambulance service.  Councilwoman Rothrock also shared her personal experience with the service, and ask that the contract be reviewed.

Charlie Brown acknowledged that this is an ongoing concern.  The Commissioners are looking into this problem.   Transcare now has a transport ambulance for Clay County, which is not a part of the present contract.

Jack Withers stated that he has had numerous complaints from citizens, however, Transcare feels they are doing a good job.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
A motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
