                           Commissioner President Charlie Brown called the June 12, 2008 special meeting of the Clay County                                          

Commissioners to order at 1:00 a.m.  The purpose of the meeting was to Consider Bridges in Federal Program, approve the USDA Rural Development Grant, Derelict Property Fees, and sign the WCIEDD Transportation Plan Agreement.
 Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown and Commissioner Paul Sinders, and Commissioner Jack Withers, and Attorney Eric Somheil.   Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANT

Mike Flint, of Flint Group appeared before the Commissioners.  Eric Somheil has review the documents provided by Mike for the application for the grant, and he feels that they are in order.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve signing the Grant Application for the USDA/RDBG.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF WCIEDD TRANSPORTATION PLAN AGREEMENT

Attorney Eric Somheil has reviewed the Memorandum of Understanding for the Transportation Planning Assistance Program through WCIEDD which was presented at the June 2, 2008 meeting.

The Memorandum was signed upon recommendation of the Commissioners Attorney.  Jim Coffenberry will return the County’s original Memorandum, upon receipt of Merv Nolot’s signature.
IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW OF BRIDGES IN THE FEDERAL BRIDGE PROGRAM

Joe Spear of IDOT appeared before the Commissioner’s and stated that there would be no problem in releasing bridge 104 from the federal bridge program.  It would be detrimental to keep the bridge in the program for long term with no plans to actually replace the bridge.

The Commissioners would be required to write a letter asking that the bridge be removed and the available funds transferred to one, or both, of the existing bridges in the program.

Mike Wink, of IDOT recommended working with the consultant to get a good construction cost estimate for bridge 104 projected into the year it will be realistically be built.

Paul would prefer to split the allocated funds between bridge 84, and bridge 1 to avoid excess costs at construction.

Charlie will need to get with BLN and Eric Somheil to draft a letter requesting the withdrawal of bridge 104 if the Commissioners so desire.

IN THE MATTER OF DERELICT PROPERTY FEES

Charlie Brown asked if the Commissioner’s have the authority to establish fees, or does the Council set fees?

Eric responded that the Commissioner’s have the authority to asses penalties.

Jack Withers made a motion to allow the offending homeowners 10 (ten) days to bring the property into compliance.  If an extension is requested, they will need to file a written plan of action to be completed within 30 (thirty) days, and pay a fee of $70.00 (seventy dollars) for the Administration Fee.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 2 ayes 1 nay.
Motion to adjourn made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
