                           Commissioner President Charlie Brown called the June 23, 2008 special meeting of the Clay County                                          

Commissioners to order at 10:00 a.m.  The purpose of the meeting was to Consider Bridges in Federal Program, open quotes for replacement of bridges/culverts damaged by flood, discuss rising county fuel costs, and consider renewal of Community corrections Grant.
 Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown and Commissioner Paul Sinders, and Commissioner Jack Withers, and Attorney Eric Somheil.   Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the body in the pledge to the American Flag, followed by opening prayer from Paul Sinders.

IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW OF BRIDGES IN THE FEDERAL BRIDGE PROGRAM

Charlie Brown stated that he would like to drop the funding on Bridge 104 and dedicate those funds to remaining bridges 1 and 84.
Joe Spear, of IDOT informed the Commissioners that they would need a letter from the Engineering company requesting specific amounts for bridges 1 & 84 to have dollars from bridge 104 assigned to them.  They would also need a letter requesting bridge 104 be eliminated from the program.

Scott Kluesner of BLN stated that his company would need a letter or e-mail from Clay County stating that bridge 104 was being cancelled.

Ron Hisenkamp of WCIEDD suggested the Commissioners suspend Bridge 104, instead of cancelling.  Joe Spear asked the length of the suspension?  

This was not known, but Mr. Spear pointed out that when the project was ready to proceed again, it would still need to be approved, but engineering costs already paid would be applied toward the match, and not be lost.

Scott Kluesner stated that if the County plans to build Bridge 104 at all, he would recommend suspending instead of cancelling.  He will write a letter stating the dollars needed for both remaining bridges.

A motion to suspend activity on Bridge 104 and take the dollars available on Bridges 1 and 84, according to the formula worked up by Scott Kluesner was made by Paul Sinders.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.

Eric Somheil will send a letter to BLN regarding the suspension.  BLN will have a letter prepared for the July 7, 2008 meeting for the IDOT.

Paul Sinders thanked the representatives from INDOT and WCIEDD for their presence and assistance.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR EMERGENCY REPLACEMENT OF FLOOD DAMAGED TUBES

Paul informed the body that under FEMA guidelines, any reimbursement would be for replacement cost of any infrastructure, but no reimbursement would be forthcoming if there is any upgrade in the replacement.
A motion to declare an emergency in the replacement of the following tubes/bridge, due to the flood on 6/2/08 was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Auditor Alumbaugh pointed out the Commissioner’s they would need to request an additional appropriation to fund these bridge/flatcar projects.  The Commissioner’s determined they will request a total additional appropriation of $315,000.00.  This will be presented to the County Council on July 7, 2008

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve L&B Construction in the amount of $47,550 to replace tube with two flatcars located on CR 100S .25 miles west of CR 600W, pending information from FEMA on June 24, 2008.  Construction shall be delayed until Commissioners give final okay.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to take the remaining two sets of quotes under advisement until the July 7, 2008 meeting.  Seconded by Jack Withers, motion carried  with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF RISING COUNTY FUEL COSTS

Auditor Alumbaugh reported that more than a dozen Indiana Counties have put their Highway Departments on four ten hour days per week.  

Charlie Brown stated he felt that due to the recent flooding, there would be no savings to the County to consider changing the Highway hours.

Paul Sinders stated that he would like to consider changing the Highway hours at a later date.  He further shared that he is presently getting information from Voyager Fleet System, and will report at a later meeting.


He would also recommend that the Highway Department not fill the open position at this time.  This will make available approximately $21,933 that can be transferred to the fuel appropriation.

IN THE MATTER OF RENEWAL OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Jamie Ringo appeared before the Commissioner’s requesting the renewal of the Community Corrections Grant for fiscal year 2009.  A motion to approve as presented was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
Motion to adjourn made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
