Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the July 7, 2008 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Mr. Brown opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America.  Paul Sinders read the first verse of America the Beautiful, followed by prayer. Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, and Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 2, 2008, regular meeting, June 12, 2008 Special Meeting, June 23, 2008 Special Meeting, and the June 27, 2008 Special meeting.  Motion seconded by Jack withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 17-2008 SERVICEMEMBER FMLA
The following ordinance was read for the second time in its entirety:
ORDINANCE   17-2008
CLAY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE COUNTY OF CLAY, INDIANA

SERVICEMEMBER FMLA

WHEREAS the County of Clay, Indiana is an Equal Opportunity Employer, and 

WHEREAS it is the intent of Clay County, Indiana to comply with applicable federal and State of Indiana employment laws and regulations, and

WHEREAS the County of Clay, Indiana provides Clay County employees with information about established terms and conditions of employment and employee benefits, and

WHEREAS the County of Clay, Indiana adopted a personnel policy on December 3, 2007, and

WHEREAS the Family and Medical Leave Act was amended on January 28, 2008, and

WHEREAS this FMLA amendment needs to be incorporated into the County’s personnel policy.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED AND ESTABLISHED BY THE COUNTY OF CLAY, INDIANA BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS THAT:

The chapter sections attached are hereby amended to the above County of Clay, Indiana Personnel Policies Handbook this _7th___ day of _July____, 2008; and shall be in full force and the effect upon adoption, and shall supersede and repeal existing oral or written personnel policies and procedures.

A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF VECTREN REPLACEMENT OF PIPELINE
Barry Whalen of Vectren Energy Delivery appeared before the Commissioners to inform them of their intention to replace the 6” natural gas pipeline from Martinsville to Brazil.
They will be crossing several county roads.  Mr. Whalen wanted to know the County’s desire for repair of cuts to the affected roads.  Most of the roads will be bored, but CR 600N, CR 700N, and CR 850N will need to be cut.

Charlie Brown stated that any equipment over 10 tons is a problem for any of our County Roads, and would like a road bond of $100,000. per mile of paved road to be used.
Mr. Whalen stated that they are prepared to repair any damage.  County Road 200W will be heavily traveled by their equipment, and may sustain some damage, which they are prepared to fix.  The project will take from four to six months.

Mr. Whalen will need to check with the insurance department, but the bond should not be a problem.
Charlie suggested Mr. Whalen travel the road with Pete to confirm condition of road prior to project beginning.

Paul also concurred that a bond would be required, due to prior problems.  The Highway Supervisor needs to be involved, and the taxpayers protected.

Mr. Whalen also stated that CR 200W will need to be closed from 8 am to 3 pm during construction.

IN THE MATTER OF XEROX LEASES

Leases for Xerox copiers for Prosecutor Office, Circuit Court, Clerk, and IV-D Child Support were presented to the Commissioners for signature.

A motion to approve was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RECORDER CONTRACT WITH ACS

County Recorder, Angie Modesitt appeared before the Commissioner with the renewal of her ACS lease.  She distributed a new exhibit B to all Commissioners.  In the past, Clay County has been charged their highest fees.  She has renegotiated this contract, and saved the County $4,800.00.  This amount will be reflected in her 2009 budget request.

A motion to approve the lease as presented was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF LECHATE OF ASPHALT

Hansford Mann appeared before the Commissioners with a concern over the migration of lechate of asphalt stored at the Highway Garage.  The recent flooding has made the problem worse.  The asphalt has migrated to the SR 59 SR 46 interchange, and is getting closer to Birch Creek.

Charlie responded that they are working on the problem.  Bryan Husband has experience in this matter and the Highway Department may stop making asphalt at the garage.  He has been assured by the state that asphalt is not a toxic material.  The problem is being addressed.
Paul Sinders agreed with Mr. Mann that this is a problem.  We need to complete a resolution.

Mr. Mann will continue to monitor and report.

IN THE MATTER OF 2009 FORM 144’S

The form 144’s for 2009 wage requested were reviewed by the Commissioners.  A motion to forward to County Council for approval at 2009 budget hearings was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie went on record saying he would like for the supplemental amounts paid to the Prosecutor, and Judges be reviewed by Council before being approved for 2009.

IN THE MATTER OF REPLACEMENT OF BRIDGE & CULVERTS AFFECTED BY FLOOD

Paul Sinders stated that he does not feel we should proceed on any of the quotes until information is received from FEMA on the 75% reimbursement.

Charlie Brown stated that further rains have caused more erosion and loss of trees at some of the sites in questions.

No FEMA representative has been appointed for Clay County.  This appointment was to be made within two weeks and we are now in the 2nd week.

IN THE MATTER OF CCRC

Paul Sinders reported that 2008 laws from the General Assembly, specifically 36-7-14-6.1 concerning Redevelopment Commission appointments effective July 1, 2008.  The Commissioners will need to reappoint three members, and the Council has already appointed their required two members.  The Commissioners will also need to appoint a non voting member from the Clay County School Board.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Richard Burger, Tom Ames, and Jan Howell to serve until December 31, 2008.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tina Heffner of the Clay County School Board, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  This appointment will be from July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2010.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CLAY COUNTY MITIGATION PLAN

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband reported that the mitigation plan has been reviewed by the state.  The county now needs to review what occurred during the flood of June 2, 2008 to establish future needs, and changes to the proposed plan.

Paul Sinders took the opportunity to voice his appreciation of Bryan during the flood.  The time and effort expended by Bryan and many others, including volunteers was very much appreciated.  The County has a long way to go in recovering from the flood, but very much appreciates everyone’s efforts.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
A motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
