Commissioners to order at 10:00 a.m.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the USDA Rural Development Grant.
 Those present included Commissioner Charlie Brown and Commissioner Paul Sinders, and Commissioner Jack Withers, and Attorney Eric Somheil.   Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANT
Mike Flint of the Flint Group appeared before the Commissioner’s to answer questions pertaining to the proposed grant.
Attorney Somheil and the Commissioner’s questioned Mr. Flint regarding requirements, and financial obligations of the County, and the Sub-recipients.  

Upon acceptance of the grant, the County will need the $50,000. committed by the sub-recipients to be placed on deposit with the County to use as payments of obligations prior to reimbursement by the USDA.  

Eric Somheil will prepare a sub-recipient agreement for Resource Land Holdings, Headwaters/Covol Engineering, and Chinook Bio Products.  To be signed and returned to the Commissioners within the week.  The match funds shall be placed on deposit by October 15, 2008.

Attorney Somheil also informed Mr. Flint that he wants all documents furnished directly to the County from USDA, not through Mr. Flint.

Mr. Flint will submit a cover letter with the grant requesting direct contact with the County.

Mr. Somheil requested that the execution of the grant documents be set for a Special meeting on September 18, 2008, at 10:30 a.m., and that any action be postponed until that time.   The Auditor is instructed to give notice  of the Special Meeting.

Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD suggested a memorandum of understanding to be signed by Mr. Flint, and the County at the September Special meeting.

Mr. Flint informed the Commissioners that the project could take up to a year to complete.  Upon completion, the USDA will furnish a letter that all terms have been met.
