Commissioner’s President Charlie Brown called the March 26, 2009 Special Meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:00 am.  The purpose of the meeting was to consider quotes for Bridge 245, and Replacement of tankcars with flatcars on CR 1300N.  As well as approve the contract for engineering services for the USDA Rural Enterprise Grant.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:
IN THE MATTER OF ENGINEERING CONTRACT

Mike Flint of the Flint Group, and Eric Smith of Hannum, Wagle & Cline appeared before the Commissioner’s with the contract for engineering services for the Rural Development Grant.  This contract has been reviewed and approved by the Commissioner’s Attorney, Eric Somheil.
Paul Sinders made a motion to accept the Standard Form of Agreement submitted by Hannum, Wagle & Cline.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES
The matter of the emergency replacement of Bridge 245, and flatcars on CR 1300 N was then addressed by the body.
Bryan Allender, Tony Hopkins, and Jim Keen were all in attendance, and prepared to answer questions regarding the abilities of Allender Trucking Inc.
Highway Supervisor Pete Foster stated that he was looking out for the citizens.  There are too many people wanting to install bridge, but the flow of water makes for a tricky situation.  He does not think Allender has ever installed a flatcar bridge. 

Tony Hopkins of Cline Engineering works with Allender, has extensive experience with Romas and Huber in the installation of bridges, but no flatcar experience.
Paul Sinders then ask the following questions of Bryan Allender:


Have you been to the site?

Do you have the necessary equipment?

Allender stated that he will guarantee his work, he cannot guarantee the train car.

Jack Withers asked, why all of a sudden the specs are not good enough.  They were good enough for Romas and Sowers, but now that we have others wanting to install bridges, they suddenly are wanting?

Paul Sinders continued with his questions:


Do you have welding experience?

Do you understand that the 21’ with is the minimum inside required width?

You are responsible to install and compact all Highway furnished materials?

You will do the job for the amount of the quote submitted?

You will guarantee your work?

Paul then stated that the County does not want any lines or wires attached to bridges in the future.

Jim Keen suggested that Pete be on sire when concrete is poured.  He suggested pictures be taken to document.

Charlie Brown asked if the bridge and the flatcar could be done quickly?

Mr. Allender responded that he can start Bridge 245 in two weeks, the replacement on CR 1300N may take a little longer.  Weather is the only factor he is unable to guarantee.

Charlie Brown again stated that he is not comfortable with the specs as they are written.  And further stated that all future projects will be bid and the project advertised.

Paul Sinders made a motion to award the Bridge 245 replacement to Allender Trucking Inc. for $48,300.00, Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes

Jack Withers made a motion to award replacement of two tankcars with two flatcars on CR 1300N to Allender Trucking Inc. for $42,500.00.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to adjourn made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
