Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the August 20, 2009 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF CIRCUIT BREAKER IMPACT REVIEW
Councilwoman Rita Rothrock appeared before the Commissioners to request they approve and agreement with Umbaugh & Associates to perform an analysis of Circuit Breaker Tax Credits and Budget Estimates.  She informed the Commissioners that this will benefit all taxing units, and each unit will be asked to reimburse the county for their pro-rated share of the analysis.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve with the condition that no additional services will be allowed, nor fees incurred, without prior written approval by Clay County Commissioners.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS
Paul Sinders stated the following:
“According to State Statute, when an Economic Development Commission is first formed, the members are appointed to different lengths of terms.  According to statute, the City of Brazil’s appointment will be for one year, the County Council will be for 2 years, and the Commissioners will be for 3 years.  We are naot going to appoint these actually for a full 1, 2 or 3 years as that means the next appointment would have to be next August and we want to avoid the middle of the year appointments.  Hereafter, each appointment will be effective on January 1st.

Also, according to statute, once the original term of an appointee expires, the next appointment will be for 4 year.  We assumed the next appointment would be for three years because of the way they must be staggered on the original appointment, but this is not correct.  They are to be for 4 year.

With the background on the length of terms for each appoint, I make the motion that we appoint Bill Sisson from the Clay County Commissioners as a member of the Economic Development Commission effective until December 31, 2011.  We appoint Tom Ames, on behalf of the Clay County Council, effective through December 31, 2010, and Stacy Gibbons, on behalf of the City of Brazil, effective through December 31, 2009.”   
Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

A motion to appoint Eric Somheil as attorney for the Economic Development Commission was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 36 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RESEALING JUSTICE CENTER PARKING LOT
Highway Supervisor Pete Foster presented the Commissioners with two quotes to reseal the Justice Center parking lot.

Paul commented that this work could be done as late as October, but would need to be done while it was still warm.  They would need to discuss available finances with Wayne Knox.

Paul suggest that Pete contact both vendors to verify they are submitting identical quotes, and plan to seal all joints and cracks.  Pete will follow up and report at the September meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF FLOOD PLAIN APPLICATION
Bryan Husband, EMA Director appeared before the Commissioners to report that the application form suggested by the DNR would more than meet the requirements for both his office and the state in flood plain application.
A motion to accept the form as submitted was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SPEED LIMIT ON CR 750N
Eric Somheil read the following in it’s entirety:
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ORDINANCE No.  __7__ - 2009
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A SPEED LIMIT AND REDUCED SPEED LIMIT ON COUNTY ROAD 750 NORTH, FROM STATE ROAD 59 TO MURPHY ROAD IN CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA


WHEREAS I.C. 8-17-1-40 authorizes the county legislative body to adopt ordinances regulating traffic on any highway in the county highway system subject to I.C. 9-21.


WHEREAS I.C. 9-21-1-3(a)(11) provides that a local authority, with respect to private roads and highways under the authority’s jurisdiction, and within the reasonable exercise of the police power, may alter the prima facie speed limits authorized under I.C. 9-21-5.


WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of I.C. 9-21-5-6 on the basis of a traffic investigation and informal engineering study, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana has determined that the 1/4 mile on both the west end and east end of such County Road is an urban district as defined in I.C. 9-13-2-193 and that the reasonable and safe maximum limit on County Road 750 North, between such urban districts of County Road 750 North should be reduced from the prima facie speed limit authorized under I.C. 9-21-5.


NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained, that the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana hereby sets the maximum speed limit for County Road 750 North, from State Road 59 to Murphy Road in Clay County, Indiana to 30 miles per hour.  The Clay County Highway Superintendent shall be authorized to post and maintain speed limit signs in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.


A person who violates this Ordinance commits a Class C infraction.


This Ordinance shall be effective upon publication and when the speed limit signs giving notice of the speed limit as established by this ordinance are posted.   This Ordinance supercedes any prior Ordinance contrary hereto.

This is to be considered first reading of the Ordinance.  The matter will be added to the September agenda, and the Commissioner’s will have second reading, and final decision.

IN THE MATTER OF RETIREES HEALTH INSURANCE
Paul Sinders reported that the requested clarification on the proposed changes to the Summary Plan Description from Dunn & Associates has not been received.  This will be added to the September Agenda.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
