Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 
Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the October 5, 2009 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County, and Nancy Coleman, Clay County First Deputy Auditor who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the September 8, 2009 regular meeting, and September 11, 2009 special meeting, was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 11-2009 
Commissioner Paul Sinders read the following in its entirety;

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE TRANSFER OF A GENERATOR FROM THE CITY OF BRAZIL, INDIANA TO THE CLAY COUNTY COMMISSIONERS


WHEREAS, the City of Brazil has a generator which is no longer needed or is unfit for the purpose for which it was intended, and which is available for sale under the provisions of I.C. 5-22-22-3.


WHEREAS, the Clay County Commissioners are in need of a generator for use by Clay County, Indiana.


WHEREAS, I.C. 5-22-22-10 authorizes the exchange of property within governmental bodies upon terms and conditions agreed upon by the governmental bodies as evidenced by adoption of a substantially identical resolution by each entity on terms as may be agreed upon by such governmental bodies.


WHEREAS, the Brazil Board of Public Works and Safety, through Resolution No. 9-2009, dated September 24, 2009, has agreed to sell a generator to the Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana for the sum of $1.00 for such generator.  Such generator is identified as a Caterpillar, Model 3406, Serial No. 2WD04428.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA, that it agrees to the purchase of such generator as identified in the Brazil Board of Public Works and Safety Resolution No. 9-2009 for the cost as stated therein and such sale shall be effectuated as soon as possible.


Dated this 5th day of October, 2009.
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Commissioners Charlie Brown said this generator would be placed at the Courthouse for use in emergency situations. 

A motion to approve Resolution 11-2009 was made by Charles Brown and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF SYCAMORE TRAILS RC&D APPOINTMENT

The appointment to Sycamore Trails RC&D was tabled until the November meeting since there were no available candidates.
IN THE MATTER OF RETIREES HEALTH INSURANCE
Commissioners Paul Sinders said he had received the clarification he needed from Dunn and Associates concerning the Retirees Health Insurance. This is a federal requirement effective June 30, 1989, and is of no cost to the County, but needed to be added to our Summary Plan Description. 
He explained the Amendment to Preventative Health Care which will be effective January 1, 2010. This is an amendment to our Comprehensive Medical Benefits section.  
Both changes were submitted under Amendment # 3.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve Amendment #3 to the Summary Plan Discussion and Preventative Care Amendment to the Health Insurance. The motion was seconded by Charles Brown. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF SPEED LIMIT ON CR 800 N

Charlie Brown said he and Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh had researched past speed limit ordinances for County roads. The speed limit is 55 mph unless otherwise posted. If there are homes within 200 feet of each other, the state statute applies. Mr. Brown said he think all of CR 800 N should be posted, since part of it currently is. The Commissioners do not see the need to create more ordinances governing speed limits, and to post CR 800 N at 45 mph.
IN THE MATTER OF THE VERIZON CONTRACT FOR PRI CIRCUIT

IT Coordinator Scot Hill said he has been trying to establish a contract with Verizon for the PRI Circuit De-Tariff service. This is necessary to proceed with the installation of the new telephone service for the Courthouse and Jail.

He was able to download an agreement with 1, 2, & 3 year terms, with the 3 year term be the least expensive. This would be billed monthly. Mr. Hill presented the agreement to the Commissioners. 
A motion to accept the Verizon Agreement for PRI Circuit was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ASSIGNMENT OF TAX SALE CERTIFICATES
Stacy Gibbens, City of Brazil Planning Administrator, appeared concerning the assignment of the Commissioners Tax Sale Certificates for the properties previously agreed upon to the City of Brazil. She said the City would be holding their next meeting on October 13, 2009, and she could bring a check to cover the agreed upon cost. She asked the Commissioners to grant Charles Brown the authority to sign the certificates when she brought the check in. 
A motion to allow Charles Brown to sign the Tax Sale Certificates upon receipt of the check from Brazil City, and the fully executed Inter-local Agreement, was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF THE CHINOOK MINE RAIL STUDY AMENDMENT
Paul Sinders said that he was told that since all of the original USDA Rural Development Grant funds in the amount of $250,000.00 had not been used, additional mapping could be done on the area. Much discussion followed. Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh reminded the Commissioners that no taxpayer dollars were being used on this project. 
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the Chinook Mine Rail Study Amendment as submitted, pending the review and approval of Legal Council, and that the dollar amount does not exceed the original $250,000.00. Jack Withers seconded the motion. Motion carried 3 ayes.  

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY INSURANCE RENEWAL
Clay Gasway, of Gasway Insurance, presented the Liability and Auto Insurance Renewal package. He said that due to a decrease in large Workman’s Comp claims, the total of all policies was approximately $15,300.00 less than 2009. The renewal would be effective October 17, 2009, and is automatic unless cancelled. Mr. Gasway said there is a new option this year to cover Employee Benefit Errors & Omissions. He also said he had received all of the most recent Sheriff and Highway information for the Inland Marine policy.
A motion to include the Employee Benefit Error & Omissions policy was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF MULTI-COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE PLAN
Paul Sinders gave an update concerning the multi-county insurance plan. This plan would entail several entities joining together to qualify for better, less expensive health insurance for County employees. He had been unable to attend many of the meetings since they were scheduled the same as Clay County’s Council meetings. 
Commissioners Paul Sinders and Jack Withers were able to attend the most recent meeting in September. After comparing Clay County’s insurance plan against the multi-county plan, it was decided our insurance coverage was better and less expensive. There would be no benefit in changing the County health insurance at this time. We would also lose any local control with the multi-county plan. 

A motion was made by Paul Sinders to not adopt the Multi-County Health Insurance Plan. The motion was seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF A FIREWORKS ORDINANCE

Charles Brown said the Fireworks issues are still being discussed and researched.
IN THE MATTER OF AMBULANCE SERVICE
Commissioner Charles Brown said that we need to ask other vendors to give presentations and proposals for Ambulance service to the County. He has heard from some of the emergency personnel in the area, and has written a “Scope of Work” for the other Commissioners perusal. 
Commissioner Sinders said that a time and date for interviews of other vendors would need to be set after reviewing the scope of work.
IN THE MATTER OF THE HOMELESS SITUATION IN CLAY COUNTY

Charlotte Curd appeared before the Commissioners to ask for their support in addressing the homeless problem in Clay County. She had been in contact with the City, and they are willing to help with the problem. 

IN THE MATTER OF ENFORCING ORD 17-2007 CONCERNING JUNK AND OTHER DETRIMENTAL CONDITIONS 

John Drake, son-in-law of Madlyn Hancock, appeared before the Commissioners to give them a progress report of the clean-up of his family’s property in Bowling Green. He expressed dissatisfaction with the way the County was handling the situation and needed more time. He asked for clarification on what else needs to be removed, or cleaned on the property. 
Paul Sinders said a timeline for completion of clean-up of the property should be developed.

Charles Brown said that he would meet Mr. Drake at the road adjacent to the property and let him know what else needed to be cleared away. He said he would meet him at 11:30 a.m., after today’s Commissioners meeting. 

IN THE MATTER OF PLATINUM LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY

Alan Moore, of Platinum Insurance Company, asked if he could present his insurance package to County employees. 
Charles Brown gave Mr. Moore permission to set-up a place in the Courthouse to present his insurance to employees of the County. He said Mr. Moore would need to coordinate this with the Auditor’s office. Auditor Alumbaugh informed Mr. Moore that payroll deduction would not be available until open enrollment on Jun 1, 2010.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Charles Brown and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
