Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the November 2, 2009 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County, and Nancy Coleman, Clay County First Deputy Auditor who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the October 5, 2009 regular meeting, and October 26, 2009 special meeting, was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT 
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband brought the Commissioners up to date on combining efforts with the HAM Radio groups in Clay County. He said he may be able to get some equipment through Homeland Security Grants. Mr. Husband also said that during an emergency, they could set up at dispatch in the Justice Center, but the groups also have their own mobile unit.
IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 12-2009 EXCHANGING PROPERTY WITH BRAZIL CITY
Commissioner President Charles Brown stated that the County was in possession of a Dell Power Edge 2800 Computer that was not needed. The City of Brazil, however, was in need of this computer. Therefore, a transfer of property was proposed through Resolution 12-2009, and read as follows by Attorney Eric Somheil;

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana, through this Resolution No. 12-2009, agrees to sell such computer to Brazil City through the Brazil Board of Public Works and safety for the sum of $1.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA, that it agrees to the sale of such computer as identified herein to the City of Brazil through the Brazil Board of Public Works, and Safety for the cost as stated herein, and such sale shall be effectuated as soon as possible.

IN THE MATTER OF ENGINEERING FOR COUNTY PROJECTS
Anthony Akles, of Strand Assoc Engineers, introduced himself and his company to the Commissioners. He said they are primarily a civil engineering firm located in Columbus, Indiana. They would like to be put on the list for any future projects. 
Commissioner President Charles Brown said he had heard from Stephen Hofmann, an engineer located in Ellettsville, Indiana. Mr. Hofmann also wanted to put on the list for any future projects, and said he would send sample specification forms to the Commissioners.
IN THE MATTER OF SYCAMORE TRAILS RC&D APPOINTMENT

The appointment to Sycamore Trails RC&D was tabled until the December meeting since there were no available candidates.
IN THE MATTER OF THE POSEY TOWNSHIP FIRE DEPARTMENT GRANT
Matthew Reed, of the Posey Township Fire Department, appeared before the Commissioners to let them know the fire department had successfully secured a Federal Stimulus grant for a new fire station. He said that since the fire department is the lead applicant, the County will not need to be involved in the grant administration. Donations will be used as match money and the fire station will be built according to grant restrictions. Mr. Reed said he contacted the State and they indicated that if the fire department decided to dispose of the current fire station, the Commissioners and the Posey Township Community would need to decide what to do with it. This matter may not require a decision until 2010.
IN THE MATTER OF DEMOLITION OF UNSAFE STRUCTURES

Matthew Reed, of the Posey Township Fire Department, also asked the Commissioners about the process of demolishing blighted or unsafe structures in the County. He said there may be grants available for this purpose in 2010, but would not know the rules of applying for these grants until January 2010. Mr. Reed said the first step would be for the Commissioners would need to identify any blighted or unsafe structures in the County.
Eric Somheil asked if Incorporated Cities and Towns would be separate from the County. Mr. Reed said yes, they can be.

Mr. Reed said he would check back with the Commissioners in December to see if they were interested. 

IN THE MATTER OF THE PURCHASE OF HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT
Commissioner President Charlie Brown said there was a need for some new equipment at the County Highway Department. Quotes had been solicited and were awarded as follows;

IN THE MATTER OF BIDS FOR COUNTY HIGHWAY MATERIALS FOR 2010
The Commissioners decided to open Highway Bids for materials at their regular December 7, 2009 meeting. The specifications will be the same as 2009 with no bonds or cash required.
IN THE MATTER OF ORD 17-2007 CONCERNING JUNK AND OTHER DETRIMENTAL CONDITIONS 

Commissioner Brown said he had reviewed the Hancock property in Bowling Green and thinks it is as good as it ever will be. 
IN THE MATTER OF ENERGY EFFICIENCY & CONSERVATION BLOCK GRANT
Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD, was present to introduce Brad Gentry from Industrial Waste Management Consulting Group. Mr. Coffenberry said this was the only firm he could find to help counties in this area with obtaining Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grants. The grants purpose would be to provide funds for traffic retrofits, lighting upgrades, and possible structure retrofits for energy efficiency in local government owned buildings, depending on which area, (1,2,or 3), of the grant the government entity decides to apply for. IWM Consulting would assist in identifying areas for energy efficiency upgrades and would use local vendors if available. The local vendors would, however, be subject to the federal prevailing wage. Attorney Eric Somheil said vendors would need to submit bids, rather than quotes, to be awarded the work.  
IWM Consulting would receive their fees for this project through energy audits that are reimbursable on the grant application. There is no county match required for this grant. Applications are due December 7, 2009, with the understanding the EECBG program will review and award the grants by the end of 2009. The County would need to assign a contact person to file quarterly reports. Jim Coffenberry volunteered to be the contact person. Mr. Coffenberry said reporting requirements could be quite lengthy, but IWM would help with that.
Commissioner Paul Sinders said he was in favor of anything that could save the county money, and asked what county buildings could be included.

Mr. Gentry said the county must own the buildings to qualify. A discussion concerning government buildings that did, or did not qualify ensued. It was decided that Area 2 would be applied for, which included lighting upgrades, and has a maximum grant amount of $100,000.00.
A Letter of Understanding was presented to the Commissioners from IWM Consulting Group for their review, which upon signing would allow IWM Consulting to apply for the grant for Clay County.

Upon review, Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the Letter of Understanding between IWM Consulting and Clay County for Area 2 Lighting Upgrades at the Courthouse, Justice Center, and Highway Department. The motion was seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 2 ayes, Commissioner Brown having left the meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 2 ayes.
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
