Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the December 17, 2009 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:00 AM. The purpose of the meeting was to award the Ambulance contract, consider amendment to the Bridge Inspection, to approve the Sheriff vehicle lease, and to approve amendment #2 Service Contract with Purdue for Extension Services.  Also on the agenda was proposed changes to the operating hours for the Clay City License Branch. Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County, who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACTED AMBULANCE SERVICE

Attorney Eric Somheil informed the Commissioners that he and Charlie Brown have met with both companies who submitted quotes.  Eric then presented the Commissioners with a proposed contract with Transcare.  Mr. Somheil recommended the Commissioners pass the proposed contract in the County’s best interest.
Charlie Brown made a motion to accept the contract as proposed, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The fully executed contract is recorded in the Recorder’s Office.

IN THE MATTER OF AMENDMENT TO BRIDGE INSPECTION

An amendment in the Bridge Inspection contract with Clarke Dietz to include the inspection of six culverts which have been replaced with flatcars was presented.  The total cost of the amendment will be $2,188.40.  Total cost to the county will be 20% and the remainder will be reimbursed through the Federal Bridge Reinspection Grant.

A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RENEWAL OF SHERIFF VEHICLE LEASE
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with a lease for a Sheriff’s vehicle to be funded through the Drug Forfeiture Fund.

A motion to approve lease was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT WITH PURDUE

Amendment #2 with Purdue University to provide Extension Agent Service to Clay County was presented for renewal.

A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH HOURS

Paul Sinders presented the Commissioners with a change to the hours of operation for the Clay City License Branch.  The total number of hours open to the public would remain the same, but the branch would be open on Monday, and other days would have extended hours, and close on Saturday.  Sinders stated that the change in hours was to try to stimulate the income for the branch by being open when other state run branches were not.
