Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Paul Sinders.

Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the February 2, 2009 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 5, 2009 regular Meeting, and the January 20, 23, and 26, 2009 Special Meeting. Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband informed the Commissioners that IDHS has not prepared the agreement yet to hold the District Meeting.  When he receives the agreement, he will have Eric Somheil review.  He would like the Commissioner’s permission to approve the agreement upon favorable review.
A motion to allow Commissioner Charlie Brown to sign the agreement upon favorable review by attorney was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COMMUNITY SCHOOLS USE OF RADIO TOWER
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioner’s to request permission to allow the Clay Community Schools to use their existing radio tower.  The Sheriff sees no down side to partnering with the School System in the use of the tower, but would suggest an interlocal agreement to avoid any future problems.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENTS

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint John Williams to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Leland Stevenson to the Center Point Plan Commission, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried.
Paul Sinders made a motion to amend the Leland Stevenson appointment to state that Leland Stevenson be appointed to the Center Point Plan Commission for a four year period, beginning 1/1/09, and expiring on 12/31/2012.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown, and carried 3 ayes.

There were no recommendations for the Community Correction Board, and no appointment was made at this time.

IN THE MATTER OF ANNUAL APPROVALS

The annual renewal with Microvote for the election software was presented to the Commissioners for signature.  Mary Brown, of the Clerks Office appeared before the Commission to answer questions.  A motion to approve was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The annual financial report was presented by Deputy Auditor, Erica Stallcop.  A motion to approve as presented was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF CITY CONTRACT WITH CLAY COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY

Bob Pell, Attorney for Brazil City appeared before the Commissioners.  He has been in contact with Attorney Somheil regarding the County’s agreement with the Humane Society.  He was there to confirm that the County’s contract did not include services to the City of Brazil.  The Commissioners as a body did confirm that it was not their intent to included the City of Brazil in the contract they have with the Humane Society for services.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 1-2009

The following resolution was read in it’s entirety.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE INTENT TO CONDUCT A COMMISSIONERS’ SALE TO SELL TAX SALE CERTIFICATES FOR PROPERTIES THAT ARE SEVERELY DELINQUENT IN PAYMENT OF PROPERTY TAXES


WHEREAS, there are several properties in Clay County, Indiana that are severely delinquent in the payment of property taxes, having been offered for tax sale and which received no bids equal to or in excess of minimum sale price.  The property ID numbers of these properties are attached to this Resolution as “Exhibit A”; and


WHEREAS, there is an assessed value associated with these properties for taxation purposes, but no taxes are being collected, therefore causing a lower than expected tax distribution to those taxing units and taxing districts within which the properties are located; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners for Clay County, Indiana desire to have these properties back on the tax rolls with taxes being collected; and


WHEREAS, Indiana Statute, I.C. 6-1.1-24-6 through I.C. 6-1.1-24-6.4 allows for the County Commissioners to acquire a lien on these delinquent properties and receive issuance of the tax sale certificates for those properties, without taking title to the properties, therefore limiting the liability and cost normally associated with taking title;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY, INDIANA that the County Executive shall acquire liens and receive tax sale certificates of the properties listed on “Exhibit A” that are severely delinquent and sell said certificates at a properly advertised Commissioners’ Tax Certificate Sale.

IN THE MATTER OF REPLACEMENT OF BRIDGE #24

Charlie Brown reported that Bridge #24, which was in the 2008 budget to be replaced, but was postponed due to the flood, has deteriorated and now presents a danger.

A motion to declare Bridge #24 and emergency was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A special meeting will be held on February 23, 2009, at 10:30 a.m. to open quotes to replace this bridge.

IN THE MATTER OF VOLUNTEER HELP IN THE EMS OFFICE

Bryan Husband requested permission to have volunteers assist him with clerical duties in his office.  Paul stated that any volunteer workers would need to be approved by the Commissioners, in a public meeting, due to liability issues.

IN THE MATTER OF SELECTION OF ENGINEERING FIRM FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANT

The Commissioners interview representatives from Hannum, Wagle, and Cline, as well as Clarke Dietz.  Both companies were given time to present their strong points and answer questions posed by the Commissioners.
A motion to accept the firm of Hannum Wagle and Cline, was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Mike Flint will now contact both firms, and inform them of the Commissioners decision.  Hannum Wagle and Cline will put together a detailed contract, which will be review by the Commissioners.  The final contract will be review by USDA prior to the Commissioners final approval.  This process should take from 7 to 10 days.
