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COUNTY OF CLAY)

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Paul Sinders.

Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the April 6, 2009 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 2, 2009 regular Meeting, March 23, 2009 and March 26, 2009 Special Meetings. Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband approached the Commissioners with a request to approve a pass through grant for equipment for Volunteer Fire Department and District Coordinator equipment in the amount of $120,000.00.  There will be no expense to the County.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan also presented the grant for the reimbursement of 50% his salary by the state. The amount to be received in 2009 is $13,983.75.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan then requested permission of the Commissioners to allow approval of a volunteer Deputy Director to assist him.  

Charlie Brown asked if this would create any liability to the County, and Bryan assured him that the volunteer would not be in the office unless Bryan was there.  All business would still be under Bryans direction.

The consensus of the Commissioner’s was to allow Bryan to have Stan Frank act as a volunteer to assist Bryan. 
IN THE MATTER OF IN WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT APPOINTMENT

Paul Sinders informed the body that the Commissioners need to make two appointments to the Indiana Workforce Development.  He has no potential candidates for appointment at this time.  Mr. Brown requested that this be placed on the May agenda.
IN THE MATTER OF SOFTWARE CONTRACT FOR PERSONAL PROPERTY

Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Commissioners with a request to approve a software contract with AS2 to furnish Personal Property Software, and maintenance for a program to comply with Department of Local Government requirements.  Mark has an additional pending approval at the Council meeting tonight to cover the cost of this contract in the amount of $7,650.00.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contract pending Council approval of the additional appropriation request.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF POSEY TWP VFD INTENT TO SUBMIT GRANT

Matt Reed, representing the Posey Township VFD appeared before the Commissioners stating their intent to submit a request for a grant to construct a new fire house through the OCRA grant program.  The grant would be for up to $500,000.00 with a 10% match, to be furnished by the Volunteer Fire Department.  There would be no cost to the County, but the County would be the one to administer the funds, if approved.  Mr. Reed will report in June.

IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL PUBLIC HEALTH COORDINATOR

Health Department Nurse Diane Dierks introduced the new Local Public Health Coordinator, Vicki Freese to the Commissioners.  She invited the Commissioners to the District Drill to act as participants.

IN THE MATTER OF BRILEY DITCH

Randy Staley appeared before the Commissioners to report that the tree survival rate on the south side is 80 to 90 percent.  However, the survival rate on the north side is only 50 percent.  Randy has spoken with District Forester Jeremiah Lemmons, and he will meet with Randy on April 15th to do an assessment.  Randy is sure we will need some trees as replacements, and would like permission to purchase seedling through the state at $31.80, per hundred trees.  The nursery will hold these trees for pick up by June 1, 2009, and a maximum of 300 trees would be needed.

Randy further reported that Kramer is ready to do the tilling/mowing, and there are presently beavers working and building dams in the ditch.

Paul Sinders made a motion to allow a purchase of up to $200.00 for trees.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RENEWAL OF CONTRACT FOR CLAY CITY LICENSE BRANCH

Paul Sinders requested the Commissioner approve the contract with the Bureau of Motor Vehicles to continue the operation of the Clay City License Branch, pending the approval of Attorney Eric Somheil.
Charlie Brown stated that he would like an opportunity to at least see the contract, before being asked to approve it.  Paul assured him that there are very few changes proposed.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contract with the Bureau of Motor Vehicles to continue operation of the Clay City License Branch subject to review by the Commissioners and approval of legal counsel.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
