Commissioner President, Charlie Brown called the May 4, 2009 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 6, 2009 regular and Special Meeting, Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF POSEY TWP VFD INTENT TO SUBMIT GRANT

Matt Reed, representing the Posey Township VFD appeared before the Commissioners again stating their intent to submit a request for a grant to construct a new fire house through the OCRA grant program.  Mr. Reed has now determined that there are no environmental matters which would impede the grant.  He needs authority to conduct a survey of historic structures.  There are no buildings on the lots to be used for the new construction, but will include the present building in the study.
Mr. Reed requested that the Commissioner’s sign a disclosure statement for IDEM which will accompany his survey.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the request for the disclosure statement, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Mr. Sinders asked that Mr. Reed be placed on the June agenda.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with a request for approval of the following grants:

Paul Sinders asked if Attorney Somheil had had an opportunity to review the grants.  Mr. Somheil indicated that he had not, but the basic wording of all grants is the same, but written for different projects.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve all three grants, EDS-C44P-9757A, 9-462A & 9-755A, subject to legal review and approval. Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF LOYALTY DAY MAY 9, 2009

Paul Sinders read in full a proclamation declaring May 9, 2009, to be Loyalty Day in Clay County.  The proclamation was presented to Veteran Service Office Mike Holland.

IN THE MATTER OF IN WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT APPOINTMENT

Paul Sinders asked that the following be entered as a part of the minutes

“I make the motion that we appoint Darenda Dyer to the Region 7 Regional Workforce Board of Directors for the term which ends on December 31, 2009.”

“I make a motion that we appoint Daryl Andres to the Region 7 Regional Workforce Board of Directors for the term which ends on December 31, 2011.”

“Region7 Workforce is wanting to stagger the terms of their board members and our appointments today are completing a term for someone else who has resigned from the Board.  I am hopeful that Darenda and Daryl would be eligible to be reappointed to the Board at the conclusion of their terms as a regular appointment is for a three year term on their Board of Directors.”

IN THE MATTER OF CONGRESSIONAL SCHOOL FUND REPORT

A motion to approve the Congressional School Fund Report as submitted was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY BUSINESS

Highway Supervisor Pete Foster appeared before the Commissioner’s with proposed specs for the purchase of two tri-axle dump trucks.  A motion to approve the specs was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

These quotes were not opened in the meeting, but were faxed to the Auditor’s Office.

Upon review of the specs, the Auditor stated that they were not prepared in a manner which could be advertised, but were presented as a detailed invoice from a vendor. IN THE MATTER OF 2010 CENSUS

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve a partnership agreement with the US Census, with Charlie Brown as the local contact.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SURPLUS PROPERTY

Scott Hill appeared before the Commissioners with a request to conduct a surplus property sale.  He could prepare a catalog of available items, and put them on the website, with an auction tofollow.

Paul Sinders stated that he would like to see each office prepare a list of surplus property.

Charlie Brown said that he would like to see this type of sale handled using courthouse staff, and not contracted with an outside company.

Paul Sinders made a motion to proceed with the surplus sale, and contact all offices for a list of surplus property, and set a date for the auction at the June meeting.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

Charlie will notify all offices to make the lists.

IN THE MATTER OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH BRAZIL CITY FOR JAG PROGRAM 
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with a request to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Brazil for American Recovery & Reinvestment Act Bryn/JAG Funding.

A motion to approve request as submitted was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Community Corrections Director Mary Brown appeared before the Commissioner with request to renew her grant for FY 2010.

A motion to renew the grant as submitted was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CDBG REGION 15 PLANNING GRANT

Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD appeared before the Commissioners requesting they award a Grant Administrator for the Disaster Recovery CDBG dollars.

Quotes were solicited from three agencies, and there was only one response.

A motion award same to Terry Jones of WCIEDD, pending availability of a written contract, was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Colleen North of Dunn & Associates appeared before the Commissioners to report that she has been working with Dale Loughmiller to plan a Health Fair for Clay County Employees.  She is still waiting for quotes, and available dates from two of the Health Providers.  She suggested late August as a good time for the Health Fair.

Paul Sinders suggested that September would be a better month.  

Colleen would like to hold the event outdoors, weather permitting.

Charlie Brown proposed a mini-health fair for Highway employees, and Colleen responded that she would see what could be done.

Cathy Dunn then presented the Commissioners with a copy of the Insurance recap from the present plan year, and recommendation for the 2009 renewal.  She went through a review of Insurance and Risk Management.  New cards will be issued effective July 1, 2009, and there have been updates to the COBRA laws.  She also stated that she would need a disclosure statement signed, in order to lock in large claims.  This statement does not obligate a contract.

Paul and Charlie both indicated they would like to hold and information session to review the proposals in depth.  The meeting was set for May 22, 2009, at 10:00 a.m.

IN THE MATTER OF ENGINEERING CONTRACT FOR STIMULUS PACKAGE PARTICIPATION

Paul Sinders proposed a contract with Hannum Wagle & Cline for $10,000 for work on two projects which possibly qualify for stimulus funding.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
