IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 1, 2009 regular meeting.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to report that the long term recovery report for five bridges  damaged in the 2008 flood has been completed and submitted.

IN THE MATTER OF NEW GRANT POLICIES

Eric Somheil will develop a resolution to establish use of the grant process suggested by Auditor Alumbaugh, using the proposed grant request and checklist forms.  Upon passage of this resolution at the August meeting, all grants will be required to comply with and submit the preliminary paperwork before being considered.

IN THE MATTER OF SURPLUS AUCTION

Charlie Brown made a motion to set the County Surplus Auction on July 25, 2009, to be held at the Highway Garage.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF UNITED AMERICAN INSURANCE
Joshua Logan of United American Insurance once again appeared before the Commissioners with an offer of $3,000.00 worth of accidental death and dismemberment insurance to all County employees free of charge for on year.  In order to qualify, the County would need to furnish a list of all employees and the opportunity to set up a meeting with each qualifying employee.  Only those employees from 18 to 63 years of age would qualify.
The Commissioners agreed to allow Mr. Logan to offer the free plan, and he will make arrangements to visit the Courthouse, Highway, Health Department, and Extension Office to explain this program.
IN THE MATTER OF POSEY TWP VFD GRANT

Matt Reed appeared before the Commissioners to inform them that Posey Township is now looking for funding through Homeland Security Stimulus dollars, and will not need the County to act a lead applicant.  There is no action needed at this time.
The City of Brazil has been awarded a Neighborhood Stabilization Program Grant, and the second round of funding has revealed that the County could qualify for stabilization funds.  Matt has met with Clay City, Harmony, and Carbon, but time constraints have made it impossible to meet the public notice guidelines for funding.
