COUNTY OF CLAY)

Commissioner Charlie Brown called the June 7, 2010 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Nancy Coleman, First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 3, 2010 regular meeting, as well as, the Special meetings held on May 10, 2010, and May 19, 2010.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF COMPLAINTS TO THE COUNTY 
Mary Hendrickson appeared before the Commissioner’s with several complaints. Mrs. Hendrickson stated her address as 9312 Kimberly Dr Brazil IN 47834, legal description Lot 1 in Colony Acres. She informed the Commissioners that a tree in the County right-of-way needs to be removed because it is too close to her house. She also wants a stop sign placed at the intersection of Colony Acres Drive and Murphy Avenue. Mrs. Hendrickson further stated that an intersection near her home needs the weeds cut back and dogs are running through the neighborhood. 

Commissioner Charles Brown told Mrs. Hendrickson that the Board would look into her complaints.

Sheriff Mike Heaton said that most of Mrs. Hendrickson’s concerns had already been addressed, or were not a County matter. 

Commissioners Brown said he had looked at the tree in question and it was approximately 40 feet from the roadway. He further stated it is not a County problem. He said the weeds at the intersections would be addressed. 
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT/STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANTS
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband presented three Homeland Security Grants for the Commissioners approval and explained to the Board the purpose of each grant. 
A motion to approve the State Homeland Security Grant for Amateur Radio’s at $4,909.07, EMA Director Reimbursement at $14,415.46, and District Administrator Salary at $50,000.00 was made by Paul Sinders. The motion was seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO THE CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
The appointment of the Clay Community School Board Non-Voting member to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission was tabled until the July meeting pending notification of possible candidates.
IN THE MATTER OF THE SHERIFF VEHICLE LEASE RENEWAL

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Board to ask that they renew the vehicle lease paid for through the Drug Forfeiture Fund, which is not tax dollars. He said the lease comes up for renewal every six months.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the renewal subject to approval of the Commissioner’s Attorney. The motion was seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF THE INTERIM E-911 ADDRESSING POSITION

Sheriff Heaton asked the Board for a Special Commissioner’s meeting to consider approving a job description and finalize the appointment of a person to perform the E-911 Addressing. This duty is currently being performed by the Chief Dispatcher.
The Commissioner’s called a Special Meeting for the consideration and approval of the E-911 appointment and finalize a job description. The meeting is set for Friday, June 11, 2010 at 10:00a.m., in the Commissioner’s Courtroom at the Clay County Courthouse.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS FOR THE ENERGY EFFICIENCY & CONSERVATION BLOCK GRANT
Commissioner’s Attorney, Eric Somheil, opened the Requests for Proposals solicited for the Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant. The only RFP received was from Midwest Lighting Solutions located in Indianapolis, Indiana, and consisted of $9,476.00 for the work at the Courthouse, $3,922.00 at the Highway Garage, and $19,600.00 at the Justice Center, for a total of $32,998.00.
A motion was made by Paul Sinders to review the quote submitted by Midwest Lighting Solutions and address the issue at the Special Commissioner’s meeting on June 11, 2010. Jack Withers seconded the motion. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF RECORDS MANAGEMENT

Commissioner Charles Brown led a discussion concerning the records currently stored at the old jail. The question of who was responsible for housing the permanent records was discussed, and Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman said that the housing of the records is the Commissioner’s responsibility. Due to mold the records will have to be handled very carefully, and the safety of those performing the work addressed. Commissioner Paul Sinders said the records need to be evaluated. It was agreed that they could then be cleaned, and possibly scanned and stored on some form of media. The State Archives can do this work, but it is very expensive.
Charles Brown said he would check on possible grants for this problem, and report back at the June 11th meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF SCRAP METAL FROM THE OLD JAIL

Commissioner Brown said he had talked to four local people concerning proposals to remove the metal for scrap out of the old Jail before it is demolished. He received two proposals.  Both Griffith Auto Salvage & Quality Salvage can provide insurance and will split the money from salvage 50/50 with the County.  The work can start immediately.
The Sheriff requires that whoever performs the work must cut the lock mechanisms from the cell doors and give to him for disposal. 

Commissioner Sinders said that WCIEDD Representative Jim Coffenberry should be consulted before work starts due to the status of our Brownfield Grant. Mr. Coffenberry had said that the jail could not be scrapped until approved through the Brownfield Grant.
Charles Brown said he would check on the matter and report at the June 11th meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY WORK

The Board of Commissioners wanted to thank and recognize Mark Adamson for his effort in resolving a problem in the Community concerning fireworks. He performed this service at his own expense and the Commissioners wanted to let him know they appreciated his help.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE

Dale Loughmiller from Allied Insurance Company and Cathy Dunn from Dunn & Associates appeared before the Commissioners to present the documents for renewal of the policy and address concerns.  Cathy Dunn said that, after a lot of investigation, Dunn & Associates recommended that the County stay with their current Stop Loss Company. She also explained Amendment #4, which also contains some of the new federal mandates. She said at this meeting the Commissioners needed to approve the renewal of the Stop Loss plan and Amendment#4. She said next plan year will contain more federal mandates as they are issued, that Dunn & Associates will make sure the County stays compliant with those new mandates. 
Paul Sinders made the following statement;


The cost of health care continues to increase for each year. For 2009, the cost for health care increased 7% with dental increasing 5%.

For 2010, Dunn’s trending indicates the cost of medical care will increase 11%, prescription drugs 12.7% and dental 7.7%. These projected increases in the cost of health care do affect our own health insurance program.

For the most part, we have had a decent year in Clay County which will help us with our rates. Our employees are using more and more generic drugs-in fact 75% are a generic drug which helps to reduce the cost of our health care. Our employees are to be commended for their help to get health care as low as possible.
Although the cost of health care is increasing as indicated by the projected trend, we are fortunate again this year that we will not have a substantial increase in our health insurance rates. If you recall, three years ago, we had to increase our rates 20%. We had no choice. 

Each year, we meet with Cathy Dunn from Dunn & Associates to review our health care plan, to receive any suggestions for changes and improvements, and to review what we need to consider for new premium rates.

Our health insurance plan year is from July 1 to June 30 of each year. Effective July 1st, we are proposing our Clay County rates will increase 4% which is good. Many health insurance plans are being raised 10% and more. We are pleased that we do not have a large increase for 2010-2011. Again, this is a compliment to our employees who have coverage under the plan. Dunn & Associates have also been working hard to keep our rates as low as possible and we appreciate their efforts as well.
Most of the benefits will remain the same. The deductible of $500 is the same, the same co-pay for an office call, same cost for a generic drug, and we have our preventative health care program. We encourage our employees to get an annual check-up each year. $500.00 is being provided for preventative health care with NO deductible. 
Improvements have been made in both the dental and vision plans. We will now have $350 per year for both dental and vision benefits. That is an improvement from this past year.

Last year, we announced a major and positive change in the purchase of prescription drugs. The Commissioners are pleased to tell you that this program remains intact. We had a lot of good and positive comments on this change last year. That change was that we could purchase prescription drugs for 90 days at a cost of only $10.00 at our own local pharmacy in place of using the Mail Order Service. Several of us did not wish to use the Mail Order Service as we preferred to purchase our medication from the people we know and see locally. Also, the Lab Card Program will remain in effect for next year. When this program is used, there is no cost to us for lab work. 
We believe we have an excellent plan for our employees and their families at the lowest possible cost which is very important to all of us. Each year, we work hard to keep the rate increase as low as possible for everyone. Unfortunately, we must have a small increase in our rates. 

Paul Sinders made a motion that increased the County’s insurance rates 4% for 2010-2011 for each category of coverage, seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

The new rates for each pay check, effective from July1, 2010, to June 30, 2011:
For a County Employee: The full amount of the premium will be paid by the County. The new rate is $259.69 per pay check. For convenience, the Auditor’s office desires us to approve also a total rate per month for each category of coverage; therefore, the rate per month for a County Employee will be $563.00.
For Dependent: The new rate will be $106.57 per paycheck. The rate per month will be $231.00.

For Spouse: The new rate will be $210.25 per pay check. The rate per month will be $456.00.

For Family: The new rate will be $542.88 per pay check. The rate per month will be $1,176.00.

The Commissioner’s will prepare a letter, as we did last year, describing some of the new benefits, the new rates, and the fact that we have open enrollment during the month of June. We will also remind the employees of the Lab Card Program.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve Amendment #4 to be effective on July 1, 2010.This amendment includes new wording on some sections of our health care insurance program—some which are mandated to us. The amendment also includes the improvements to the Dental and Vision plans and some other minor benefit changes. The amendment consists of 3 pages. As part of this motion I am including the approval of the Reinsurance Carrier which will be Alliance/Madison National for a 12/12 $40,000 Specific Excess Loss Policy. Also, as part of this motion is the approval of the updated CVS/Caremark Rx Contract. The motion was seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes. 
The Commissioners commended Jennifer Flater and Dunn & Associates for another outstanding Employee Health Fair.

IN THE MATTER OF WORKONE SUMMER EMPLOYMENT

Work One has offered the County up to 15 summer workers. The helpers would earn $8.00 per hour at no cost to the County. Work One pays for everything, the County would only provide supervision. 

The Commissioners tabled this issue until the June 11th meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
