Commissioner Charlie Brown called the July 6, 2010 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by a poem and comments on the significance of the 4th of July.  Paul Sinders then read a very timely prayer written by Thomas Jefferson. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 7, 2010 regular meeting, as well as, the Special meeting held on June 11, 2010.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to report that his grant for 50% salary reimbursement has been approved.  Also, that the management report has been submitted.
IN THE MATTER OF CLOSING ALLEYS IN PERTH 

Attorney Joleen Klotz appeared before the Commissioners representing Jan Heltz in her request to close two alleys in the unincorporated town of Perth.  

The petition that she presented to the Commissioners for action incorrectly stated that the alleys were in the town of Carbon, which is incorporated.  Further investigation revealed that the alleyways were indeed in Perth, and Attorney Somheil requested that a corrected petition be submitted.  Ms. Klotz will submit the revised petition.  At that time, a public hearing will be set to act on the proposed closing of the alleys.

A motion to accept the petition with the revision was made by Charlie Brown and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The hearing has been set for 9:30 a.m. on August 2, 2010.

IN THE MATTER OF FEDERAL EQUITABLE SHARING FUNDS

Chief Deputy Sheriff Rob Gambill appeared before the Commissioners to share that their agency would like permission to purchase a 2WD/SUV for use by the canine unit.  This vehicle would be purchased from a local vehicle, would be a police package unit, and would not exceed $38,000.00, which would be paid from Federal Equitable Sharing funds.  The General Fund would then be responsible for providing the insurance, gas, oil and lube, and future maintenance.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve up to $38,000.00, for the purchase, as well as to provide insurance, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SYCAMORE TRAILS RC&D

Clay County appointment to the Sycamore Trails RC&D Board, Hansford Mann, appeared before the Commissioners to report on his participation in the Board.  Members are required to attend four meetings per year.  He also named the various committees within the organization.  All committees are there to assist private individuals, companies, and government entities in issues relating to soil.  He would be very happy to assist the County with any need they may have.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS FOR THE ENERGY EFFICIENCY & CONSERVATION BLOCK GRANT
Dave Pickett of Midwest Lighting Solutions appeared before the Commissioners.  His company is the one source materials provider for the EECBG.  Mr. Pickett will be reviewing each facility affected by the grant to ensure that the appropriate materials are ordered.
Paul Sinders made a motion to order the supplies for the EECBG retrofit project.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

Eric Somheil then opened the single proposal for installation of the electrical retrofits:

Auditor Alumbaugh informed the Commissioners that only $28,220.00 is available to do this installation, and the amount proposed exceeds that by $3,745.00.

Charlie Brown phoned Edwards Electric and was given verbal assurance that they would do the job for the available amount of $28,220.00.

Paul Sinders made a motion to award the quote to Edwards Electric for $28,220.00 with bond to be included.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, motion carried 3 ayes.
Eric Somheil will prepare a contract between Clay County and Edwards Electric.

IN THE MATTER OF DAMAGED FIBER OPTIC CABLE
IT Director Scott Hill made the Commissioner’s aware that the crew removing the scrap metal from the jail had damaged the fiber optic cable, which supports all phone lines and computers in the courthouse.  He needed permission to make the necessary repairs.  Permission was granted by the Commissioners.
