The September 7, 2010 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Charles Brown at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Nancy Coleman, First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

The Commissioners commended the Newspaper reporters, Jason Jacobs, Brazil Times and Shannon Walden, Clay City News, for their un-biased reporting and cooperation. They wished Shannon well in the future. They also wished First Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman well, who will be leaving due to a family illness.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 2, 2010 regular meeting and the August 19, 2010 special meeting. The motion was seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband presented a new Foundation Grant application to the Commissioners that would cover non-budgeted items. He said this was a State Grant with a maximum of $4,000.00 available. These funds will be used to purchase computer and printing equipment for the Emergency Management office, as well as a pager for Bryan Husband. 

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve and accept the Foundation Grant in the amount of $4,000.00 as presented, seconded by Jack Withers. Motion carried 3 ayes.
Bryan Husband also presented a District Mutual Aid Grant application. He explained that this would make Clay County eligible for assistance in case of an emergency. The approved application would enable Clay County to access the District’s assets in the event of a disaster. The first 12 hours of a disaster would be paid for through this grant.
A motion was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Jack Withers, to accept, approve, and allow Commissioner President Charles Brown to sign the District Mutual Aid Grant application. Motion carried 3 ayes. Bryan Husband will keep this agreement/application in his files. 
Mr. Husband also cautioned about open burning. He said the State has Clay County under a red flag warning, which means fire could break out easily. If the dry conditions continue, the Commissioners may need to adopt a county wide ban on burning. 

IN THE MATTER ORDINANCE 16-2010 AMENDING CLAY CO PERSONNEL POLICY HANDBOOK
Attorney Eric Somheil read the following in its entirety;
ORDINANCE NO. 16-2010
CLAY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE COUNTY OF CLAY, INDIANA

PERSONNEL POLICIES HANDBOOK


WHEREAS, the County of Clay, Indiana is an Equal Opportunity Employer, and


WHEREAS, it is the intent of Clay County, Indiana to comply with applicable federal and State of Indiana employment laws and regulations,


WHEREAS, the County of Clay, Indiana provides Clay County Employees with information about established terms and conditions of employment and employee benefits, and 


WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the County Personnel Policy from time-to-time.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED AND ESTABLISHED BY THE COUNTY OF CLAY, INDIANA BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS THAT:

The County of Clay, Indiana Personnel Policies Handbook adopted on December 8, 2007 is amended this _7th_ day of September_, 2010 as specified in Section 1 and Section 2 below; and shall be in full force and effect on and after adoption; and shall supersede existing oral or written personnel policies and procedures. 


SECTION 1: Section 6.9 Security of Premises: (Insert) “However, effective on July 1, 2010 Ind. Code 34-28-7 allows appropriately licensed employees to bring firearms and ammunition onto County property as long as the firearm and ammunition are locked in a glove box or trunk or stored out of plain sight in the employee’s personal locked vehicle. This exception does not apply to employees driving or riding in the County-owned vehicles where firearms and ammunition are prohibited.


Employees of a penal facility (Clay County Jail) or other County facilities listed in Ind. Code 34-28-7-2(a) (2) do not have these rights. Except for law enforcement officers, employees working at the Clay County Jail shall not bring firearms or ammunition onto County property including in their personal vehicles.


Employees who intend to possess a firearm, ammunition, and the possession of other weapons in their personal vehicle while on County property shall complete a County Firearm Notification Form and submit a copy to the County Auditor’s Office before bringing the firearm, ammunition, or other weapon on County property.”


“The County prohibits the possession of firearms, ammunition, and the possession of other weapons by persons other than County employees and the law enforcement officers on County property.”


SECTIONI 2: Section 6.10 Workplace Violence: (Insert) “Additionally, illegal firearms, weapons, and other dangerous or hazardous devices or substances are strictly prohibited from the premises of the County without proper authorization as specified in Section 6.9 Security of Premises of this Personnel Policies Handbook.”
